GIVE ME THIS MOUNTAIN! 
(Josh. 14:12) 

 
Introduction: 
1. Most of us are familiar with the Bible record of how God 

delivered the Israelites from Egyptian bondage. 
2. In Exodus 2:23-25, the Bible records that God heard the groaning 

of his people and he remembered the covenant he made with 
Abraham. 

3. God through Moses led the Israelites out of Egypt and over to the 
wilderness of Paran. 

4. Read with me Num. 13:26ff and 14:6ff. 
5. Because of their fear and disbelief, God would not allow that 

generation to enter the Promised Land.  For forty years they 
wandered and died in the wilderness.  Only two of the original 
group were allowed to enter. 

 

Discussion: 
1. Caleb’s Attitude (Josh. 14:6ff). 

1. Caleb was not afraid because he realized God was with them 
and would protect them (Num. 13:30). 

2. Contrast this attitude with the ten (Num. 13:33). 
2. Application for Us. 

1. Young people need to know about the life of Caleb.  As a 
young man he saw a mountain and he wanted it.  It took him 
45 years to see the fulfillment of that dream.   

2. Older people need to know about the life of Caleb.  Caleb 
could have said, “I am 85 years old, I’m too old to do 
anything for God.” 

3. Mountains we face today.  Spreading the Gospel (Mat. 
28:18-20).  Keeping the church pure (Eph. 5:27).  Teaching 
the difference between the Lord’s church and a 
denomination (1 Cor.
