JESUS: SON OF MAN 
Matthew 12:8 

 
INTRODUCTION: 
1. Last week we studied the fact that Jesus is God (John 1:1-3). 
2. Today, we are considering His Humanity.  
3. The fact is that Jesus is both man and God. 
DISCUSSION: 
1. JESUS CAME IN THE FLESH. 
 1. Our believing Jesus is both God and man is not some blind trust. 
 2. One of the false doctrines which developed late in the First  
  Century and grew rapidly was the error that Jesus did not actually 
  come in the flesh. 
 3. Some were claiming, falsely, that God created the spirit of man, 
  but the devil created the body. 
 4. It is from this backdrop we see Jesus – the Man. 
2. JESUS, THE SON OF MAN. 
 1. The phrase “Son of Man” is used 89 times in the New Testament. 
  Eighty-one times, Jesus uses this term to describe Himself.  
 2. This term is used to describe the humanity of Jesus. 
3. EVIDENCE OF JESUS’ HUMANITY FROM THE OLD TESTAMENT. 
 1. Isaiah 11:1-5. 
 2. Jeremiah 23:5-6. 
 3. Zechariah 3:8; 6:12. 
4. EVIDENCE FROM THE NEW TESTAMENT . 
 1. We have shown conclusively Jesus considered Himself to be the 
  “Son of Man.” 
 2. John told us, the Word was made flesh and dwelt among us. 
 3. Jesus had characteristics while on the earth which showed His  
  humanity, hunger, thirst, tired, tearful, etc. 
 4. Paul echoed the words of Jesus when he said, “For there is one 
  God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ 
  Jesus; Who gave himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due 
  time” (1 Timothy 2:5-6).  
 5. Perhaps the premier passage is Philippians 2:5-11.
