WHAT IS SIN? 
 
INTRODUCTION: 
1.  King Solomon began building the temple of God in 2 Chronicles 3. 
2.  In his dedication speech he said, “…for there is no man which 
 sinneth not…” (2 Chronicles 6:36). 
3. Sin has contaminated mankind since the days of Adam and Eve, 
 but what is sin? 
DISCUSSION: 
1.  WHAT SIN IS NOT. 
 1. Violating cultural norms. Jesus occasionally violated cultural 
  standards, but He never sinned (John 4:9; Hebrews 4:15). 
 2. Sin is not simply sickness or disease. Sometimes we become 
  sick because of sinful conduct, but sin is not sickness. 
 3. Sin is not inherited (Ezekiel 18:20; Ephesians 2:2). 
2. THE ORIGIN OF SIN. 

 1. God created Adam and Eve in Genesis Chapter One; two  

  short chapters later, sin is introduced into humanity. 
 2. The great dragon, that old serpent, which is the devil and  
  satan (Rev. 12:9), tricked Eve into eating the forbidden fruit; 
  Adam also willing at the fruit; thus, sin entered the world. 
 3. It seems to me, other than these thoughts, we enter into the 
  realm of human speculation. 
3. WHAT SIN IS. 
 1. Sin is violating God’s divine law (1 John 3:4). The Greek word 
  “hamartia” means to miss the mark (Judges 20:16) 
 2. Sin is to leave undone the things God commands us (James 
  4:17; Romans 1:21). 

3. Living unrighteous lives is sin (1 John 5:17). This would 
include what David mentions in Psalm 19:13 as a proud sin. 

4. THE REMEDY FOR SIN. 
 1. The only remedy for sin is blood (Hebrews (9:22). 
 2. But not the blood of bulls and goats (Hebrews 10:4). 

3. It took the sinless sacrifice of our Savior, Jesus the Christ 
(Hebrews 10:5-10).
