 5.  Visit and aid those in need (James 1:27; Galatians 6:10).

2. PARTICIPATE WITH THE CONGREGATION. 
 1. Attendance every scheduled service (Hebrews 10:25; Acts 
  2:42-44). 
 2.  Listen attentively to the preaching and teaching of God's  
  Word and obey It (Luke 11:28). 
 3.  Sing out (Colossians 3:16; Ephesians 5:19; Hebrews 13:15). 
 4. Attend activities of fellowship (1 Corinthians 3:9). 
 5.  Be a teacher, “leader” in worship acts, or helper to others 
  (Romans 12:1). 
3. PERSEVERE. 
 1.  Never stop (Acts 2:42; Galatians 6:9; 2 Thessalonians 3:13; 
  Hebrews 10:36). 
 2. Grow stronger each day (1 Corinthians 15:58; Romans 8:18-
  25; James 1:12).
