SEEK THE OLD PATHS 
Jeremiah 6:16 

INTRODUCTION: 
1. The Old Testament people of God were about to go into captivity 
 in Babylon, 
2. God sent Jeremiah the prophet to plead with them to surrender 
 to the invading army because it was sent by Him to punish His 
 people, Israel. 
3. In Jeremiah 6:16, Jeremiah is telling them, in part, why they were 
 going into captivity, God had pleaded with them over and over to 
 return to Him, but they would not. 
DISCUSSION: 
1. THUS SAITH THE LORD. 
 1. Jeremiah used this phrase one hundred and fifty times! 
 2. In our context, he used the phrase four times. 
 3. When God speaks, people better listen. 
 2. STAND IN THE WAYS.  
 1. The world offers so many choices. 
 2. Drugs, abortion, homosexuality, transgenderism, etc. 
 3. God offers ONE WAY. 
 4. His way is perfect (Psalm 18:30). 
 5. It is the way of peace (Luke 1:79). 
 6. It is the way of escape (1 Corinthians 10:13). 
 7. It is the new and living way (Hebrews 10:19-20). 
 8. It is THE WAY (Acts 9:2). 
3. AND SEE. 
 1. God is calling upon us to ponder things. 
 2. Isaiah would plead God’s cause by saying “Come now, and let 
  us reason together, saith the LORD… (Isaiah 1:18). 
4. AND ASK FOR THE OLD PATHS. 
 1. God is pleading with us to return to His way, which is the  
  good way. 
 2. The devil is calling us to walk in his ways, which are the ways 
  of death (Proverbs 14:12). 
5. AND WALK THEREIN. 
 1. As people of God, we are to walk in the way of God. 
 2. 1 John 1:5-7. 
 3. We are to walk by faith and not by sight (2 Corinthians 5:7).
