THE WISE MAN BUILT HIS HOUSE UPON THE ROCK 
INTRODUCTION: 
1. Matthew 7:24-29. 
2. Most of us grew up singing the song “The Wise Man Built His 

House upon the Rock” and “The Foolish Man Built His House 
upon the Sand. 

3. This lesson is even more powerful to those who have reached 
adulthood.  

4. This powerful teaching of Jesus is in the form of a parable or 
simile. 

DISCUSSION: 
1. WHOEVER HEARS THESE SAYING OF MINE AND DOETH THEM. 
 1. The Bible definitely places emphasis on hearing the Word of 

 God (Romans 10:17). 
 2. Just as emphatically the Bible emphasizes the doing of God’s 

 Word (James 2:14-26). 
 3. Jesus specifically mentioned the one who does His sayings. 

 Jesus called him wise. 
2. THE STORMS OF LIFE WILL COME. 
 1. Anyone who has lived very long knows the truth of Jesus’ 

 statement. 
 2. Whether wise or foolish, whether Christian or atheist; the 

 storms of life will come. 
 3. We often sing the song: 

Will your anchor hold in the storms of life, 
When the clouds unfold their wings of strife? 

When the strong tides lift, and the cables strain, 
Will your anchor drift or firm remain? 

3. HAVE YOU BUILT YOUR HOUSE UPON THE ROCK? 
 1. Jesus spoke of only two destinies – the house which stood 

 and the house which fell. 
 2. The meaning of this parable is clear – we will either succeed 

 in life or fail in life. 
 3. Success in this life means building our lives upon Jesus and 

 His Word. 
 4. Failure in this life means spending an eternity separated 

 from our Creator.
