2 Corinthians 5:9-11

1. Persuasion defined, “the act or process or instance of persuading. 
2. Persuade, “to move by argument, entreaty, or expostulation to a 
 belief, position, or course of action” 
3. Biblical persuasion (Acts 2:40; 1 Cor. 1:18-21).

 2. With a sense of urgency (John 4:35; 9:4; 2 Corinthians 6:2). 
 3. With boldness (Ephesians 6:20; Acts 4:29). 
 4. With love and concern (Ephesians 4:5; 2 Timothy 4:2). 
4. WHO SHOULD DO THE PERSUADING? 
  1. The faithful (2 Timothy 2:2) 
 2. Every one of us (Acts 8:4) 
5. WHEN SHOULD WE PERSUADE THEM? 
 1. Now (2 Corinthians 6:2).
