INTRODUCTION: 
1. We could never over emphasize the amazing grace of God. 
2. It is an ancient concept (Genesis 6:8). 
3. Without God’s grace, man would be lost. 
4. There is no doubt that men stand in need of the grace of God 
 today! 
DISCUSSION: 
1. UNDERSTANDING GRACE. 
 1. What is grace “unmerited favor,” from the Greek word  
  “Charis” which means kindness or favor. 
 2. David’s kindness given to Mephibosheth (2 Samuel 9:1-8). 
 3. God’s grace is available to everybody and anybody (Romans 
  3:22-31). 
 4. God’s grace also extends to His enemies (Romans 5:8-11). 
 5. Sadly, only a few are willing to receive His favor (Titus 2:10-
  11).

 6. Live faithfully until you die (1 Corinthians 9:27). 
3. SOME ARE UPSET WHEN OTHERS RECEIVE GOD’S GRACE. 
 1. Jonah (Jonah 4:1-2). 
 2. Those who had labored all day (Matthew 20:1-16). 
 3. The elder brother (Luke 15:25-32).

2. Be willing to humbly submit to the will of the Father (Matthew 
 7:21-23).
