DANIEL IN THE LIONS’ DEN 
(Daniel 6:1-28) 

INTRODUCTION: 
1. Daniel is by far one of the most loved characters in the Bible.  
2. His courage as a young man to defy the king’s command to eat his meat 
 and drink his wine still stands as one of the greatest acts of courage 
 ever recorded. 
3. Still yet, his courage to defy another king’s command not to pray to any 
 other than the king when he was around 80 years old still stands as an 
 act of great courage for all who are “more matue.” 
4. Daniel is indeed a man worthy to be studied. 

DISCUSSION: 
1. THE PLOT AGAINST DANIEL (1:1-9). 
 1. Daniel, once again, demonstrating his wisdom from God has 
  risen to be second in command in the Persian Empire under 
  king Darius. 
 2. The other officers in the king’s court are jealous of Daniel 
  and seek an occasion against him to have him demoted. 
 3. They are unable to find any occasion to defame Daniel in the 
  affairs of the kingdom, so they devise a plan to use against in 
  his service to God. 
 4. Recognizing Daniel’s devotion to prayer they devise a  
  scheme to entrap Daniel. 
2. DANIEL’S RESPONSE TO THE DECREE (1:10-13). 
 1. Daniel continues to pray to God in his usual fashion (10). 
 2. His fellow workers inform the king about Daniel (11-13). 
3. DANIEL IS THROWN INTO THE LIONS’ DEN (1:14-17). 
 1. The king realizes what has happened but is unable to find a 
  way around the decree. 
 2. Daniel is thrown into the lions’ den. 
4. GOD PRESERVES DANIEL FROM THE LIONS (18-28). 
 1. The king spends the night fasting hoping to find Daniel alive. 
 2. In the morning he rushes to the den to see if God had saved 
  Daniel. 
 3. Daniel responds by saying God had saved him because he 
  was innocent. 
 4. Darius has Daniel’s accusers thrown into the lions’ den.
