1. Jesus set an example for us to follow (1 Peter 2:21-25 
2. Jesus taught clearly how we are to deal with our fellow man.

 3. Jesus then calls Philip who introduces Nathanael to Jesus. 
 4. Nathanael would also be called Bartholomew. 
 5. Jesus told Nathanael He would show him “greater things.”

 1. Jesus spoke with those who were mourning with words of 
  comfort. 
 2. 2 Corinthians 1:3-4. 
4. JESUS AND THE WOMAN AT JACOB’S WELL (John 4:1-42). 
 1. Jesus approached a despised woman and taught her Who He 
  is. 
 2. She responded by telling others Who Jesus is! 
5. JESUS THEN TELLS US TO GO (Mark 16:15-16). 
 1. What lessons might we learn from Jesus’ example? 
 2. Let’s go like Jesus went.
