	"Peace be with you," the risen Lord says. But what kind of peace is it? It is peace that walks in the midst of fear. It is peace that counters the terror of a brutal death at the hands of an angry mob. It is peace addressed to fearful hearts huddled together in a locked room, unable to believe that the new day has really dawned.
	What kind of peace is it? It is peace signaled by the gesture of extended hands that reveal the marks of crucifixion--wounds that the risen Christ carries into the new age. It is peace spoken in full view of the disciples' faithlessness, their denials, the treachery of betrayal. This peace, accompanied by this gesture, says to these fearful disciples, "I know everything about you. I know how you failed me. I know you better than you know yourselves." And yet, miracle of miracles, this deep knowing is accompanied not by reproach but with peace.
	It is not the greeting of a ghost who is half-alive, half-dead. This word of peace is carried unconditionally by the warmth of resurrection breath. But even more, this peace is breathed into the disciples, and into us. It is Jesus' CPR of the soul, undoing former sins, raising us from the dead, calling us into a new life: "Peace! As the Father has sent me, so I send you."  This peace calms our fearful hearts, unbolts the doors, and launches us into a new life, sustained by the breath of the Spirit.

After the Holy Spirit came to the apostles on Pentecost, Peter preaches the gospel to the gathered crowd. He tells them that Jesus, who obediently went to his death according to God's plan, was raised from the dead by God. Finally, he appeals to scripture, quoting Psalm 16: 8-11, to show that Jesus is the Messiah: though crucified, the risen Jesus is now enthroned.

Peter, standing with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed the people:
	22"You that are Israelites, listen to what I have to say: Jesus of Nazareth, a man attested to you by God with deeds of power, wonders, and signs that God did through Him among you, as you yourselves know--23this man, handed over to you according to the definite plan and foreknowledge of God, you crucified and killed by the hands of those
outside the law.

SECOND READING				                              1 Peter 1: 3-9

This epistle was written to encourage Christians who were suffering for their faith. It begins by praising God for the resurrection of Jesus, which produces hope, then and now.

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! By His great mercy He has given us a new birth into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, 4and into an inheritance that is imperishable, undefiled, and unfading, kept in heaven for you, 5who are being protected by the power of God through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time. 
6In this you rejoice, even if now for a little while you have had to suffer various trials, 7so that the genuineness of your faith--being more precious than gold that, though perishable, is tested by fire--may be found to result in praise and glory and honor when Jesus Christ is revealed. 
	8Although you have not seen Him, you love Him; and even though you do not see Him now, you believe in Him and rejoice with an indescribable and glorious joy, 9for you are receiving the outcome of your faith, the salvation of your souls.

28Thomas answered him, "My Lord and my God!"29Jesus said to him, "Have you believed because you have seen Me? Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have come to believe."
	30Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of His disciples, which are not written in this book. 31But these are written so that you may come to believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and that through believing you may have life in His name.
