The Last Sunday after Pentecost

	“Nowhere in Scripture is the largeness of (the rule of Christ) more sweepingly and eloquently expressed than in the lyrical, doxological affirmations of Colossians (paralleled in Ephesians).  Colossians affirms that God has “transferred” the faithful to the kingdom of his beloved son.  The verb “transferred” suggests being reassigned and relocated to a new place, a new home, a new calling, moved out of the arena of death and disorder (the power of darkness) into a fully reconciled new life.
	In verses 15-20 the epistle is especially majestic about the new king who will order the chaos of darkness, disorder, and death.  The enormous claim made here never loses sight of the historical person of Jesus.  At the same time, the text appeals to a mode of thought that escalates the imagery about Jesus well beyond the historical man to give him primordial, ontological importance.  
	He is the beginning point of a new creation, a new healthy life order which is displacing and will displace the old.  In verse 17 the most wondrous claim for this new king of creation is that “all things hold together in him.”  He is the glue that keeps the universe coherent, so that things do not fall apart, but each part is rightly related to the whole.”

INTRODUCTION

Jeremiah’s promise of the execution of "justice and righteousness in the land" finds ironic fulfillment in the execution of Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews. It appears so utterly contradictory that the king should be crucified with the criminal. This victory appears for all the world as ignominious defeat. Yet through the gate of death our Lord opens the door to paradise.

Clement, Bishop of Rome, died around 100

Clement was the third bishop of Rome. He is best remembered for a letter he wrote to the congregation in Corinth, still struggling with the same problems that led to Paul's letters to them. As did Paul, he focused on the need for love among Christians.


Miguel Agustín Pro, martyr, died 1927

Pro grew up in a time when the Mexican revolutionaries accused the church of siding with the wealthy. He became a Jesuit priest, and worked on behalf of the poor and homeless. Falsely accused of throwing a bomb at a government official, he was executed, but not before crying out "Long live Christ the King!"
