	Have you ever seen a circular genealogical chart?  Your name goes in the middle.  One half of the chart holds your paternal ancestors, and the other half lists your maternal relatives.  By the time you go out nine generations your name is surrounded on the chart by 1022 people from whom you are directly descended. 
	That is a crowd much bigger than most of us find surrounding us in our churches on any given Sunday.  And the cloud of witnesses that we celebrate on this day is much bigger than that crowd of ancestors.  When we sing the Sanctus, we can increase the volume on the organ, because we are singing with more than those we can see in the room.  We are singing with “the church on earth and the hosts of heaven.”
	The goodness that we see in the saints is different from the righteousness bestowed through Christ, for it is only God through Christ Who can make us truly saints by forgiving sings.  In other words, we are all made saints in Baptism, and we exercise our sainthood by living out the gift of being forgiven.
	So look in the mirror.  You will see not only a person shaped by generations of ancestral inheritance; you will see a person shaped by the glorious inheritance given to all the saints. You will see the face of a forgiven sinner and God’s ability to make saints of us all.
