STARCRUSH is a pop/rock country cover band featuring Scott Patterson, Jon Adams, Mike Flynn and Brandon Sturm. 
Working with some of the areas largest radio stations, major sports franchises (Baltimore Ravens, Baltimore Orioles, 
DC United, Philadelphia Eagles), the NCAA and even MTV, STARCRUSH remains one of the hardest working and 
most coveted bands in the area, performing 80-100 shows a year. 
 
Having shared the stage with national headliners from the world of rock (REO Speedwagon, Puddle of Mudd, 3 
Doors Down, Credence Clearwater Revisited, Huey Lewis and the News, Peter Frampton, Sixpence None the Richer, 
Little River Band, Jars of Clay, Relient K), country (Chase Rice, LoCash, Sam Grow) and even some of the biggest 
international DJ’s (Two Friends, James Hype); STARCRUSH has a unique ability to cross genres and engage audiences 
no matter their musical tastes.   
 
With a live show that features inspired performances of chart-topping songs from the world of country, pop and 
rock, the band maintains a passion for musicianship that is firmly rooted in their original endeavors; efforts that 
have led to critical acclaim for their work.  Notably, STARCRUSH lead singer Scott Patterson has been featured in 
multiple music publications over the years and his original songs “Win You Over”, “Bigger Than You” and 
“Everything I Need” written with his brother on the nationally distributed album “FM Radio” have garnered radio 
airplay in major markets across the globe, hitting the top 10 charts at multiple stations in the Northeast and Mid-
