Stories, shoulder partners, listening games, learning to take turns to speak, put hand up, story mapping and verbal retelling

· Writing

Opportunities to write every day – diary, games, free writing jotters, formation
Focus on story mapping through ‘Talk for Writing’
Retelling a story in order and using pictures then coming up with own version
· Reading

Story corner open to select texts for enjoyment/information, daily stories, reading environmental print – signs and labels

Wordless books – oral language development and retelling stories

Consolidation of key words for Stage 1

Decodable books – beginning to decode words using sounds learned
