Literacy

Reading – group and whole class stories, weekly library visits. Class novel – The Owl Who was Afraid of the Dark and Julia Donaldson stories to focus on rhyme, Christmasaurus towards Christmas
Group reading – use story explorers to explore Wow Words, This Reminds Me, Guess What (making connections) and I Really Liked. Also written closed comprehension. Individual practice of common words.
Writing – Talk for Writing (character description) ‘The Gruffalo’ with focus on capital letters, full stops, finger spaces, proper nouns and adjectives.
