	Curricular Areas

Languages and Literacy:

· Writing – The focus in Term 2 is related to topic work and Non-Fictional writing. With attention on presentation of work, sequencing, planning with note taking, illustrate and punctuation & grammar. 

· Reading – Whole class reading of stand-alone texts linked to topic & class novel with follow up work. 

· Focus for our core reading sessions are on the comprehension skills:

Making Connections to self, to other texts and to the world.
Summarising.

Questioning the text.

· Wraparound Spelling – Sounds of the week are listed on the homework grid. 

· Talking and Listening – knowing when to talk and to listen, with partners and during class discussions.

Maths and Numeracy:

· Number – Using the four operations to solve problems.
· Measurement. Using the language of measure for planning a construction. Converting measure (metric)
· Angles. Knowledge of angles in the environment for planning a construction.
