	Curricular Areas

Languages and Literacy:

Writing – We will be exploring explanation writing using our learning from our topic on electricity. 
Focusing on: 
Rhetorical questions
Chronological order- time connectives

Sentence signposts- continuing on from last term

Varying our sentence openings

Using descriptive language to illustrate key points

Using technical language from science

Varing sentence length.

Using tentative language appropriately.
We will also be writing a ‘rags to riches’ story focusing on creating an interesting character, using dialogue and description and interesting endings.
Spelling- Using the wraparound spelling words we will be focusing on the meaning of words, prefixes and suffixes and how they change meaning as well as using elkonin boxes to support phonological awareness (see homework grid reverse for spelling lists.) Mrs Killan will also be working with groups to further support phonics and decoding.
Talking and Listening – we will be considering how to respond appropriately when listening to others throughout our sex ed discussions. We will also be using explanation and discussion talking through maths problems, explaining our thinking and justifying our answers.
Reading – we will be having 5 weekly group reading sessions exploring the 8 comprehension strategies through discussion in our groups and through focused follow up work ‘task maps’
Mathematics and Numeracy:

We will continue to work on the connection between fractions, decimals and percentages, finding percentages of a number and fractions of amounts. We will extend our number line knowledge to include negative numbers.  We will be also focusing on exploring mathematical language and ‘key words’ to make sense of 1 stage and 2 stage word problems. Following on from this we will explore BODMAS and the order of operations.
Health and Wellbeing:

This term we will be using RSHP resources to explore sexual health, relationships, sexuality, love, as well as how a baby is conceived, pregnancy and birth. (If you would like any more information on this please get in touch with school, we are happy to discuss the program of work.)

We will also explore media and peer influences on gender stereotypes, body image and sex.

Moving on to support networks that are available and how to get help in an emergency.

Mental and Emotional Health: Bounce Back (ASG Covid recovery with Mrs Wright)

Alltnacriche 4 days outdoor activities.
PE: Gymnastics and Dance, starting with gymnastics then moving on to social dance towards Christmas and exploring electricity through dance.
Expressive Arts: We will be exploring art through our HWB topic, media influences of body image and gender stereotypes.

French: Classroom furniture and objects – describing their positions, appearance and ownership.  Some classroom instructions.
