	Curricular Areas

Languages and Literacy:

Writing – As well as exploring fiction writing through Talk for Writing, we will also be exploring some key techniques that children have been finding challenging to date. These include editing work, both theirs and others, identifying and using the correct punctuation throughout pieces, making notes using various techniques (using audio clips, written text as well as visual videos to support) as well as a focus on handwriting and presentation of pieces.

In Talk for Writing, we will be looking at the features of a Journey story. We’ll include direct speech and detail, considering our word choice carefully.  We’ll take time to edit the story, making sure punctuation is used accurately and words are spelled correctly.
Spelling- Using the wraparound spelling words we will be focusing on the key sounds, growing the words, using elkonin boxes to support phonological awareness (see homework grid reverse for spelling lists) as well as using these words within handwriting and punctuation challenges. Mrs Killan will also be working with groups to further support phonics and decoding.
Talking and Listening – we will be performing Burns poems to our peers and we will be performing our assembly this term, focusing on projection of voice and communicating what we have learnt. We will be working in groups throughout the term and will be focusing on co-operation and collaboration, listening to other people’s ideas and communicating ours effectively.
Reading – we will be having 5 weekly group reading sessions exploring the 8 comprehension strategies through discussion in our groups and through focused follow up work ‘task maps.’
Mathematics and Numeracy:

We will be working on time concepts, both reading time in 12 and 24 hour format, converting between the two, calculating length of activities both within the hour and outwith the hour/day. We will be learning to read timetables and plan journeys within a context as well as learning the relationship between time, distance and speed and using this knowledge to make calculations. Once we have completed this we will be moving on to Algebra, learning to identify unknown quantities and numbers.  
We’ll also look at money, comparing costs from different sources and working out what we can afford to buy.  We will look at the benefits and risks of using bank cards and the importance of budgeting.  We’ll be able to use the terms ‘profit’ and ‘loss’ and do simple calculations to show these.

Lastly, we will look at number sequences, identifying the rules used to create the sequence and so be able to extend it. 
We will continue to have a weekly focus on times tables.
Health and Wellbeing:

This term we will be exploring internet conduct and safety, using ‘Google Interland’ resources, exploring key topics including: 
Think before you share

Check it is for real

Protect your stuff

Respect each other

Moving on to support networks that are available and how to get help online in an emergency.

Mental and Emotional Health: Bounce Back (ASG Covid recovery with Mrs Wright) Sleep program for the first 3 weeks back.
We’ll also be thinking about how culture, media, peer groups and our own attitudes and values influence how we feel about substance use. We’ll identify the different kinds of risks associated with the use/misuse of substances and will begin to understand the impact this may have on individuals, family and friends.
PE: In PE we will begin the term teaching touch rugby, we will then move on to further throwing and kicking sports.
Expressive Arts: We will be completing art through topic related activities connected to Burns and Space. We will be exploring a variety of media such as watercolours, pastels, collage and other media.
Mrs Wright will be teaching music after week 4 for the remainder of the term, with a focus on Scots songs. We will be looking at how we create a more interesting arrangement of a tune using dynamics/tempo/instruments.
Social Studies: We will be exploring Burns, who he was and why he is important in our lives today as well as investigating Burns Night traditions.
We’ll also consider what life was like in the time of Robert Burns and compare and contrast this with our own. 

Science: We will be learning about the solar system and planets within it, learning about each planet in turn, using our note making skills to record our learning. We will also be learning about scale and exploring the scale of the solar system and complete a KA task covering both of these elements.

Modern Languages:

French: Saying what rooms/spaces there are in your school; Saying where rooms are located in relation to each other; Giving directions; Talking about the people who work in school; Instructions to be used around the school; French phonics
Spanish: We will review introducing myself/age/greetings

and go onto: say “how I’m feeling” /colours and numbers. With the potential to include classroom instructions if time allows.
RME: We are looking at similarities and differences of Moses between Christianity, Judaism and Islam.
Technology

We will be using technology to support our online profiling and our exploration of our note making in our science topic. In addition we will be learning about how to ensure we are responsible online citizens and can keep ourselves safe online and where to get help and support if we need it.
