Week beginning 26th April 2021- 
Article 2- All children have these rights, no matter who they are, where they live, what their parents do, what language they speak, what their religion is, whether they are a boy or girl, what their culture is, whether they have a disability, whether they are rich or poor. No child should be treated unfairly on any basis.
Global Goal 14-  Life below water
Week beginning 10th May 2021-
Article 24- You have the right to the best healthcare possible, safe water to drink, nutritious food, a clean and safe environment, and information to help you stay well.
Global Goal 6- Clean water and sanitation
