To read a magazine, click on “Activate this
magazine” and then click “Continue” in the pop-up. You can then click the “Read”
button to open the magazine issue. Page through the magazine using the left and
right arrows, or mouse-over the arrow at the center-bottom to show thumbnails
of all the pages.
