THE WORD OF GOD - GOSPEL

MK 10: 35-45

LA PALABRA DE DIOS - EVANGELIO

James and John, the sons of Zebedee, came to
Jesus and said to him, "Teacher, we want you to
do for us whatever we ask of you." He replied,
"What do you wish me to do for you?" They
answered him, "Grant that in your glory we may sit
one at your right and the other at your left." Jesus
said to them, "You do not know what you are
asking. Can you drink the cup that | drink or be
baptized with the baptism with which | am
baptized?" They said to him, "We can." Jesus
said to them, "The cup that | drink, you will drink,
and with the baptism with which | am baptized, you
will be baptized; but to sit at my right or at my left is
not mine to give but is for those for whom it has
been prepared." When the ten heard this, they
became indignant at James and John. Jesus
summoned them and said to them, "You know that
those who are recognized as rulers over the
Gentiles lord it over them, and their great ones
make their authority over them felt. But it shall not
be so among you. Rather, whoever wishes to be
great among you will be your servant; whoever
wishes to be first among you will be the slave of
all. For the Son of Man did not come to be served
but to serve and to give his life as a ransom for
many."

SABIDURIA del Padre Nick

MASS - SERVICE

There shouldn’t be the slightest doubt that the church is
a service organization. If there is, today’s gospel should
set the record straight. Jesus insists that future leaders
be servants first. To this day, the Pope has continued
that tradition by keeping the official title “Servant of the
Servants of God.” That’s another name for us - servants
of God.

All the emphasis on service, however, leads some
people to the wrong conclusion. They say that church-
going, worship and all that, is not as important as good
works. And some excuse themselves from the Sunday
assembly on those grounds.

That’s a tough call! Here’s an example to ponder!

Tom’s son Michael was involved with a group of teens
who had developed an unusual ministry. They took over
the care of young muscular dystrophy patients for a
weekend. It gave parents a break, while allowing the
handicapped teenagers to be with their own group.
Michael and his friends would load them in vans and
take them to a rock concert, or a campout, or some
other activity that consumed time and energy - even 24
hours a day.

After spending such a Saturday Michael came
downstairs late and sleepy as Tom and the rest of the
family were heading off to Mass. Dad said: “l don’t
suppose you’re going to church today?” He meant it as a
guestion, not a bit of sarcasm,

but it came out the wrong way. The son retorted angrily:
“I was in church all day yesterday. Where the hell were
you?”

Don’t draw a conclusion here of who was right or
wrong. It should be obvious that some kinds of service
excuse one occasionally from worship. The danger
comes when people forget good works are not
everything. Worship has its own claim on our time and
energy; its own reason for being!

Jesus, who insisted on service, also prayed! He attended
temple. He shared Sabbath and Passover rituals with
friends and followers. We all need to adore God, give
thanks, be reconciled. It is in the worshipping
community that we hear the gospel call to service, and
discover new ways to carry out that command.

Doing good works can bring us a profound sense of
fulfillment and satisfaction. But so does worship. As
Catholic Christians we are called to do and enjoy both!

Se hicieron cargo del cuidado de los
pacientes jévenes con distrofia muscular durante un fin
de semana. Les dio a los padres un respiro, al tiempo
gue permitia que los adolescentes discapacitados
estaran con su propio grupo. Michael y sus amigos los
cargaban en camioneta y los llevaban a un concierto de
rock, o a un campamento, o alguna otra actividad que
(chnsumiera tiempo y energia, incluso las 24 horas del
ia.
Después de pasar un Sadbado asi, Michael bajo las
escaleras tarde y con sueifo mientras Tom y el resto de
la familia se dirigian a Misa. Papa dijo: "éSupongo que
no vas a ir a la iglesia hoy?" Lo quiso decir como una
pregunta, no un poco de sarcasmo,
