At that time, Jesus revealed himself to his disciples at the
Sea of Tiberias. He revealed himself in this way. Together
were Simon Peter, Thomas called Didymus, Nathanael
from Cana in Galilee, Zebedee's sons, and two others of
his disciples. Simon Peter said to them, ""I am going
fishing."" They said to him, ""We also will come with
you."" So they went out and got into the boat, but that
night they caught nothing. When it was already dawn,
Jesus was standing on the shore; but the disciples did
not realize that it was Jesus. Jesus said to them,
""Children, have you caught anything to eat?"" They
answered him, ""No."" So he said to them, ""Cast the net
over the right side of the boat and you will find
something."" So they cast it, and were not able to pull it
in because of the number of fish. So the disciple whom
Jesus loved said to Peter, ""It is the Lord.""

When Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he tucked
in his garment, for he was lightly clad, and jumped into
the sea. The other disciples came in the boat, for they
were not far from shore, only about a hundred yards,
dragging the net with the fish. When they climbed out
on shore, they saw a charcoal fire with fish on it and
bread. Jesus said to them, ""Bring some of the fish you
just caught."" So Simon Peter went over and dragged the
net ashore full of one hundred fifty-three large fish. Even
though there were so many, the net was not torn. Jesus
said to them, ""Come, have breakfast."" And none of the
disciples dared to ask him, ""Who are you?""

because they realized it was the Lord. Jesus came over
and took the bread and gave it to them, and in like
manner the fish. This was now the third time Jesus was
revealed to his disciples after being raised from the
dead.

THE VALUE OF READING

Reading is becoming a thing of the past! That’s
not an exaggeration! A great problem of our time
is what researchers call ‘a-literacy’ as opposed
to illiteracy!

It's not about people not being able to read. It's
about people being able to read, but not wanting
to! In a 2020 study of ‘college readiness’ in
reading, 52% of the students fell short, which
means they only had a 50% chance of earning a
B in a basic civics class!

A Wall Street Journal on the decay of reading
among the political class stated:

“What ails American democracy is too much
information and too little thought. The young of
politics have received most of what they know
about political history through screens. They’ve
seen the movie and not read the book. They've
heard the sound-bite, but not read the speech.”
The Church doesn’t fare any better! It's not only
that the young do not read the scripture as much
as they should. It's that they don’t read much of
anything, so on those occasions when they are
called to pay attention to a Bible passage, they
take in only the bare information. ‘Jesus raised
Lazarus from the dead!” Got it! ‘Judas betrayed
him; then killed himself!” Message received! The
whole story; the full truth of the written word
escapes them.

The sensible regular reader enters into the
reading! You put yourself in the scene, hear the
dialogue, feel what the characters hear and feel.
This is the stuff of imagination, the stuff that
puts your imagination to work! The person
whose source of information is TV alone, is fed
all the sights and sounds that his own mind must
create when all he has is words on a page.

So, here’s the question! What becomes of a faith
that places a book at the center of worship if the
rising generation doesn’t read? Spiritual Reading
especially! A short time every day reading
contemplatively, reflectively, thoughtfully! It just
might turn out to be great prayer

EL VALOR DE LA LECTURA

iLa lectura se esta volviendo cosa del pasado! No
es exageracion. Uno de los grandes problemas de
nuestro tiempo es lo que los expertos llaman
“aliteralismo” —no que la gente no sepa leer, sino
que, sabiendo leer, no quiere hacerlo.

En un estudio de 2020 sobre el “nivel de
preparacion universitaria” en lectura, el 52% de los
estudiantes no alcanz6 el nivel requerido, lo que
significa que solo tenian un 50% de posibilidades
de obtener una B en un curso basico de educacion
civica.

Un articulo del Wall Street Journal sobre el
deterioro de la lectura en la clase politica decia:

‘Lo que aqueja a la democracia estadounidense es
el exceso de informacion y la falta de pensamiento.
Los jovenes politicos han recibido la mayoria de su
conocimiento de la historia politica a través de
pantallas:

han visto la pelicula, pero no han leido el libro;

han escuchado el eslogan, pero no han leido el
discurso completo.”

iLa lglesia tampoco se libra!

El problema no es solo que los jévenes no lean
tanto la Biblia como deberian; es que no leen casi
nada.

Asi, cuando se les pide atencion a un pasaje
biblico, apenas captan la informacioén
superficialmente:

“jJesus resucitoé a Lazaro!” —jEntendido!

‘{Judas traicion6 a Jesus y luego se suicidd!” —
jRecibido!

Pero toda la profundidad de la historia, el alma viva
de la Palabra escrita, se les escapa.

El lector habitual y atento entra en el texto:

se imagina la escena, escucha las voces, siente en
carne propia lo que sienten los personajes.

Esta es la fuerza de la imaginacion activa:

crear con la mente lo que otros medios (como la
televisién) ya nos entregan hecho, sin esfuerzo.
Entonces, surge una pregunta urgente:

¢, Qué sera de una fe que pone un Libro en el centro
de su culto, si la nueva generacion ya no lee?
Especialmente la lectura espiritual.

Unos minutos cada dia dedicados a leer de manera
contemplativa, reflexiva, con el corazén abierto...
podrian convertirse en una de nuestras mejores
oraciones.

Whether in Providence,
South County, Woonsocket or the East Bay, Catholic Social Services of Rl is responsive and ready to provide compassion and care.
One example of this is St. Martin de Porres Center in Providence, where 16,000 meals were served in 2024 thanks to your generosity.
