THE WORD OF GOD - GOSPEL MC 7, 1-8. 14-15. 21-23 LA PALABRA DE DIOS - EVANGELIO

When the Pharisees with some scribes who had
come from Jerusalem gathered around Jesus, they
observed that some of his disciples ate their meals
with unclean, that is, unwashed, hands. For the
Pharisees and, in fact, all Jews, do not eat without
carefully washing their hands, keeping the tradition
of the elders. And on coming from the marketplace
they do not eat without purifying themselves. And
there are many other things that they have
traditionally observed, the purification of cups and
jugs and kettles and beds. — So the Pharisees and
scribes questioned him, "Why do your disciples not
follow the tradition of the elders but instead eat a
meal with unclean hands?"

He responded, "Well did Isaiah prophesy about you
hypocrites, as it is written: This people honors me
with their lips, but their hearts are far from me; in
vain do they worship me, teaching as doctrines
human precepts. You disregard  God's
commandment but cling to human tradition."

He summoned the crowd again and said to them,
"Hear me, all of you, and understand. Nothing that
enters one from outside can defile that person; but
the things that come out from within are what
defile. "From within people, from their hearts,
come evil thoughts, unchastity, theft, murder,
adultery, greed, malice, deceit, licentiousness,
envy, blasphemy, arrogance, folly. All these evils
come from within and they defile."

En aquel tiempo, se acercaron a Jesus los fariseos y
algunos escribas venidos de Jerusalén. Viendo que
algunos de los discipulos de Jesus comian con las
manos impuras, es decir, sin habérselas lavado, los
fariseos y los escribas le preguntaron: "; Por qué tus
discipulos comen con manos impuras y no siguen la
tradicion de nuestros mayores?" (Los fariseos y los
judios, en general, no comen sin lavarse antes las
manos hasta el codo, siguiendo la tradicion de sus
mayores; al volver del mercado, no comen sin hacer
primero las abluciones, y observan muchas otras
cosas por tradicién, como purificar los vasos, las
jarras y las ollas).

Jesus les contestd: "jQué bien profetizd Isaias sobre
ustedes, hipdcritas, cuando escribid: Este pueblo me
honra con los labios, pero su corazén esta lejos de
mi. Es inutil el culto que me rinden, porque ensefan
doctrinas que no son sino preceptos humanos!
Ustedes dejan a un lado el mandamiento de Dios,
para aferrarse a las tradiciones de los hombres".
Después, Jesus llamé a la gente y les dio:
"Escuchenme todos y entiéndanme. Nada que entre
de fuera puede manchar al hombre; lo que si lo
mancha es lo que sale de dentro; porque del
corazon del hombre salen las intenciones malas, las
fornicaciones, los robos, los homicidios, los
adulterios, las codicias, las injusticias, los fraudes, el
desenfreno, las envidias, la difamacion, el orgullo y
la frivolidad. Todas estas maldades salen de dentro
y manchan al hombre".

THE SERENITY PRAYER

“God grant me the serenity to accept the things | cannot
change, courage to change the things | can, and the wisdom
to know the difference.”

Those words, in what has become known as ‘The Serenity
Prayer’, continue to give comfort to millions of people. Their
author, Reinhold Neibhur, a profound Christian Minister, in
1951 composed the prayer for one-time-only use at a Sunday
Morning Service in Heath, Massachusetts. Copies of the
prayer were handed out afterwards, and the rest is history.
They multiplied around the world.

The prayer is truly magnificent, and sounds right. That’s also,
however, where the danger can be. Something in the very
sound and rhythm can become an escape for thought. One
feels one has done the right thing, the pious thing, just
copying, framing, saying or perhaps even praying the words.
As a petition, it seems worthy, and is doubtless uttered by
many in good faith.

The question is at what point do we internalize the message?
At what point does one link the words to things, people,
events of one’s life? Profound statements can become mere
clichés when there is no moral commitment attached. They
become words - nice words, yes - but words nonetheless! Like
Jesus says in the gospel today: “These people honor me with
their lips, but their hearts are far from me.”

So reflect on the prayer! Take it to heart!

The things | cannot change — like getting older! The clock will
continue to run, but we can change our attitude. Aging brings
with it experience and wisdom, and maybe even an increase
in the ability to forgive!

And the courage to change what? The seemingly endless drift
toward war? The destruction of the planet? What about
attitudes toward race, or money, or toward someone |
actively dislike and speak of hatefully?

The Serenity Prayer! Beautiful words, whose first and perhaps
most challenging aspect is that they not just remain words,
words and more words.

In today's Gospel reading Jesus
tells the Pharisees that having
your soul clean from sins is
more important than keeping
your body clean!

But that doesn't mean that
we should be dirty! God wants us to keep our
bodies and our souls clean. -
We keep our bodies clean
when we wash our hands
or take a bath. Do you
know how we keep our
souls clean?

When someone does a
