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THE ADVENT WREATH

The Advent Wreath dates back to ancient celebrations of the
winter solstice; that time of year when the sun reaches its
southernmost point in the heavens! Because they longed for a
return of the sun's light and heat, ancient peoples stopped their
regular activity, sacrificed the use of their wagon wheels, and
hung them up, decorated with lights and greenery. They
awaited the return of the Sun God, thinking of the warmth and
life he brought. These winter celebrations culminated in the
'Nativity of the Sun'; what they considered to be the turning
point of the year. As Catholics, of course, we use the same
custom to anticipate the feast of light and life, the feast that
marked the turning point in the history of humankind, - the
Nativity of the Son of God, our Lord and Savior!

The Advent Wreath is significant in that, unlike holly or floral
wreaths, it has candles standing upright, representing the four
Sundays of Advent and the thousands of years that God's
people awaited the promised Messiah.

The round ring represents eternity, - time without end. As the
circle is never ending, so time with God goes on and on. The
evergreens stand for eternal life; life without end. Evergreens
don't die in the winter, and like them, God is always fresh and
new. The lighted candles remind us that Christ is the 'Light of
the World'.

A new candle will be lit every Weekend as the celebration of
Christ's coming draws nearer. Three are purple, quietly telling
us that this is a time of waiting and anticipation, while one is
pink (lit on the third Sunday) to remind us - even in this time -
that we are a joyful people.
