':3 From the Desk of Our Pastor, Father James Ruggieri -

Desde el Escritorio de Nuestro Pastor, Padre James Ruggieri

Sunday, January 22, 2023, is recognized by the Church to be the
Word of God Sunday. On September 30, 2019, Pope Francis
established the Third Sunday in Ordinary Time “as a day devoted
to the celebration, study, and dissemination of the Word of God.”
(nyliturgy.org) September 30th is the Memorial of St. Jerome, a
Fourth Century Doctor of the Church and a Scripture scholar
whose impact is still felt today in the Church. Pope Francis in
establishing the Word of God Sunday desired to remind the
Church of the importance of the Word of God. The Word of God,
also known as the Bible and the Sacred Scripture is inspired by
the Holy Spirit. This means that what is written in the Bible is
meant by God to be written. The Bible has a primary place in our
Catholic Liturgy (worship) and spiritual life. God speaks today to
us through the Word. Over the centuries with the development of
biblical scholarship, the Catholic Church has come to understand
that the biblical writings to be properly studied and understood
need to be put in their historical and literary context. This means
that to understand the books of Bible, it is important to
understand the historical time period when the books were
written and the genre (literary type) of the books. For example,
the Gospel of Mark was written before all the other gospels, and
it is written as a faith testimony of who Jesus is and how He
came to save us. It is not purely a historical writing to tell us the
‘facts’ of Jesus. Simply put, to understand and appreciate the
biblical texts, we need to go deeper. The Catholic understanding
of the biblical books is not just a fundamentalist’s understanding.
It's important to go deeper. Overall, the Word of God is an
important guide for us as we journey on this earthly pilgrimage:
“Your Word is a lamp for my feet, a light for my path.” (Ps.
119:105) Sunday, January 22nd, also marks the 50th
anniversary of the Supreme Court decision Roe verse Wade. This
decision made abortion legal in every state. The decision was
overturned this past June 24th and left the legalities of abortion
to be decided by individual states. Decisions by the Supreme
Court do not change hearts. Unless we grow in love for each
other, we will continue to hurt other human beings, born and
unborn. Prayer moves hearts as do concrete expressions of
compassion and mercy. We can say to pregnant women who may
find themselves contemplating abortion to not make that choice.
However, it is much more impactful to urge a pregnant woman to
not make that choice to abort while assuring her that she is not
alone during this difficult time. Accompanying a pregnant woman
in crisis is an important way to show her that she and her baby
are important. Please join Bishop Tobin for the annual Holy
Mass, in Thanksgiving for Life at the Cathedral of SS Peter
and Paul, in Providence on Saturday, January 21, at 9 AM.

El Domingo 22 de Enero de 2023 es reconocido por la Iglesia
como el Domingo de la Palabra de Dios. El 30 de Septiembre de
2019, el Papa Francisco establecio el Tercer Domingo del
Tiempo Ordinario “como un dia dedicado a la celebracion,
estudio y difusion de la Palabra de Dios”. (nyliturgy.org) EL 30 de
Septiembre es la Conmemoracion de San Jerénimo, Doctor de la
Iglesia del siglo IV y un estudioso de las Escrituras cuyo impacto
todavia se siente hoy en la Iglesia. El Papa Francisco al
establecer el Domingo de la Palabra de Dios deseaba recordar a
la Iglesia la importancia de la Palabra de Dios. La Palabra de
Dios, también conocida como Biblia y Sagrada Escritura, es
inspirada por el Espiritu Santo. Esto significa que Dios quiere que
lo que esta escrito en la Biblia, estaba destinado a estar escrito.
La Biblia tiene un lugar primordial en nuestra liturgia catdlica
(Adoracion) y vida espiritual. Dios nos habla hoy a través de la
Palabra. A lo largo de los siglos, con el desarrollo de la erudicion
biblica, la Iglesia Catdlica ha llegado a comprender que los
escritos  biblicos, para ser debidamente estudiados vy
comprendidos, deben ubicarse en su contexto histérico y
literario. Esto significa que para comprender los libros de la
Biblia, es importante comprender el periodo de tiempo historico
en el que se escribieron los libros y el género (tipo literario) de
los libros. Por ejemplo, el Evangelio de Marcos fue escrito antes
que todos los demas evangelios, y estd escrito como un
testimonio de fe de quién es Jesus y cdmo vino a salvarnos. No
es puramente un escrito historico para contarnos los 'hechos' de
Jesus. En pocas palabras, para comprender y apreciar los textos
biblicos, debemos profundizar. La comprension catoélica de los
libros biblicos no es solo la comprension fundamentalista. Es
importante profundizar. En general, la Palabra de Dios es una
guia importante para nosotros mientras viajamos en esta
peregrinacion terrenal: “Tu palabra es una lampara que guia mis
pies y una luz para mi camino.”. (Sal. 119:105) El Domingo 22 de
Enero también marca el 50 aniversario de la decision de la Corte
Suprema Roe verse Wade. Esta decision legalizé el aborto en
todos los estados. La decision fue revocada el pasado 24 de
Junio y dejo que los estados individuales decidieran la legalidad
del aborto. Las decisiones de la Corte Suprema no cambian los
corazones. A menos que N0S amemaos unos a otros, seguiremos
lastimando a otros seres humanos, nacidos y no nacidos. La
oracion mueve los corazones al igual que las expresiones
concretas de compasién y misericordia. Podemos decirles a las
mujeres embarazadas que se encuentren contemplando el
aborto que no tomen esa decision. Sin embargo, es mucho mas
impactante instar a una mujer embarazada a que no tome la
decision de abortar y asegurarle que no esta sola durante este
momento dificil. Acompafar a una mujer embarazada en crisis es
una forma importante de demostrarle que ella y su bebé son
importantes. Unase al obispo Tobin para la Santa Misa anual
de Accion de Gracias por la Vida en la Catedral el Sabado 21
de Enero a las 9 a.m.

SABIDURIA del Padre Nick

MARTIN LUTHER KING
On December 2nd 1955, in a church in Montgomery, Alabama,
a 26-year-old Baptist Minister named Martin Luther King stood
before a packed audience of protestors. The previous day, a
black seamstress named Rosa Parks had been arrested for
refusing to yield her seat on a bus to a white man. The incident
had sparked a boycott by the city's black population and the
young minister had been drafted to lead the protest committee.
He proved to be a gifted nonviolent strategist as well as a
brilliant orator! "There comes a time" he said that night, "when
people get tired of being trampled on by the iron feet of
oppression. If we are wrong, God Almighty is wrong. If we are
wrong, justice is a lie."
In the following years Martin Luther King received several death
threats and faced much hatred. He was jailed several times, but
continued his commitment to nonviolence as an ongoing
principle of life.
In 1963, at the Lincoln Memorial in Washington, D.C., he
delivered his famous 'I Have a Dream' speech. In it he
summarized his most hopeful image of an America redeemed
by the transforming power of love. "When we allow freedom to
ring," he said "when we let it ring from every village and hamlet,
from every state and every city, we will be able to speed up the
day when all of God's children, black and white, Jews and
Gentiles, Protestant and Catholic, will be able to join hands and
sing in the old Negro Spiritual: 'Free at last. Free at last.Thank
God Almighty, we are free at last."
His popularity was never higher than at that moment. He won
the Nobel Prize for peace within a year, but didn't cling to the
safety of honor. Rather, he plumbed deeper into the challenge
of his vocation as a minister of God. In 1967, he spoke out
against the Vietnam War; became increasingly critical of the
structures of power; and was publicly called the most
dangerous man in America by an FBI official.
The roots of his challenge and hope, however, lay not in
political philosophy. They were based on his faith in the
promise of God that all human beings are created equal, and in
his conviction in America's promise of freedom and justice for
those same human beings.
On April 3rd, 1968, he was in Memphis to lend support to the
city's striking sanitation workers. He addressed a rally and
ended with these words: "Longevity has its place, but I'm not
concerned about that.I just want to do God's Will. He's allowed
me to go to the mountain. And I've looked over. And I've seen
the promised land. I may not get there with you. But I want you
to know tonight that we, as a people, will get to the promised
land.And I'm happy tonight. I'm not fearing any man. Mine eyes
have seen the glory of the coming of the Lord."
He was assassinated the next day!
America honors Martin Luther King with a federally designated
civic holiday on the third Monday of January each year.

MARTIN LUTHER KING
El 2 de Diciembre de 1955, en una iglesia en Montgomery,
Alabama, un ministro bautista de 26 anos llamado Martin Luther
King se paro frente a una audiencia repleta de manifestantes. El
dia anterior, una costurera negra llamada Rosa Parks habia sido
arrestada por negarse a ceder su asiento en un autobus a un
hombre blanco. El incidente habia provocado un boicot por parte
de la poblacion negra de la ciudad y el joven ministro habia sido
reclutado para encabezar el comité de protesta.
iEl demostrd ser un talentoso estratega noviolento asi como un
orador brillante! "Llega un momento", dijo esa noche, "en que la
gente se cansa de ser pisoteada por los pies de hierro de la
opresion. Si nos equivocamos, Dios Todopoderoso se equivoca. Si
nos equivocamos, la justicia es mentira".
En los afos siguientes, Martin Luther King recibi6 varias amenazas
de muerte y enfrenté mucho odio. Fue encarcelado varias veces,
pero continué su compromiso con la no violencia como un
principio permanente de vida.
En 1963, en el Monumento a Lincoln en Washington, D.C.,
pronuncioé su famoso discurso "Tengo un suefo". En él resumié su
imagen mas esperanzadora de una América redimida por el poder
transformador del amor. "Cuando permitamos que suene la
libertad", dijo, "cuando la dejemos sonar desde cada pueblo y
aldea, desde cada estado y cada ciudad, podremos acelerar el dia
en que todos los hijos de Dios, blancos y negros, judios y los
gentiles, protestantes y catélicos, podran unir sus manos y cantar
en el viejo espiritual negro: 'Libres al fin. Libres al fin. Gracias a
Dios Todopoderoso, somos libres al fin'".
Su popularidad nunca fue mas alta que en ese momento. Ganod el
Premio Nobel de la paz en un afo, pero no se aferro a la seguridad
del honor. Mas bien, se sumergidé mas profundamente en el
desafio de su vocacion como ministro de Dios. En 1967 se
pronuncié en contra de la guerra de Vietnam; se volvio cada vez
mas critico con las estructuras de poder; y fue llamado
publicamente el hombre mas peligroso de Estados Unidos por un
oficial del FBI.
Sin embargo, las raices de su desafio y esperanza no se
encuentran en la filosofia politica. Se basaban en su fe en la
promesa de Dios de que todos los seres humanos son creados
iguales y en su conviccién en la promesa estadounidense de
libertad y justicia para esos mismos seres humanos.
EL 3 de Abril de 1968, estuvo en Memphis para prestar apoyo a los
trabajadores sanitarios en huelga de la ciudad. Se dirigié a un
mitin y termind con estas palabras: "La longevidad tiene su lugar,
pero no me preocupa eso. Solo quiero hacer la Voluntad de Dios.
El me permiti¢ ir a la montafa. Y he mirado por encima. Y He visto
la tierra prometida. Puede que no llegue alli contigo. Pero quiero
que sepas esta noche que nosotros, como pueblo, llegaremos a la
tierra prometida. Y estoy feliz esta noche. No estoy temiendo a
ningun hombre. Mis ojos han visto la gloria de la venida del
Senor".
iFue asesinado al dia siguiente!
Estados Unidos honra a Martin Luther King con un feriado civico
designado por el gobierno federal el tercer Lunes de Enero de
cada ano.
