BAPTIZING YOUR CHILDREN

When a baby is Baptized, he or she may indeed be the center
of attention, but much of the baptismal ceremony in fact
focuses on parents and godparents. This is so because the
child has no faith, and the adults have. It is their faith that
counts for the child at this precious time. (Parents, this is why it
is important to be cautious and careful in choosing a sponsor.)
Theologically we baptize children because Jesus said 'let the
children come to me'. In practice we baptize children because
faith is not something you pick up off the street. It's a pearl of
great price that mom and dad received from their parents and
now want to pass on to the next generation. The passing of
the torch! The sowing of the seed!

Baptism ceremonies always conclude with prayers of blessing
for the child's mother and father. On this Feast of the Baptism
of Our Lord, take a moment to reflect again on what they say!
For Mothers: 'God the Father, through his Son, the Virgin
Mary's child, has brought joy to all Christian mothers as they
see the hope of eternal life shine in their children. Bless the
mother of this child. She now thanks God for the gift of her
child. May she be united with him/her in thanking him forever
in heaven. Amen.'

For Fathers: 'God is the giver of all life, human and divine.
May he bless the father of this child. He and his wife will be
the first teachers of this child in the ways of faith. May they
also be the best of teachers, bearing witness to the faith by
what they say and do, in Christ Jesus our Lord. Amen.'
