Dear parishioners,

Last Saturday, we celebrated the |
Solemnity of the Assumption of the
Blessed Virgin Mary. This Saturday,
August 22, we celebrate the
Queenship of the Blessed Virgin
Mary. Thinking of this day reminded
me of a story I heard from my fifth-
grade teacher, which I have never
forgotten.

A man had died and had entered through the gates of heaven where he
saw Jesus. Jesus said to him: “You are not ready yet to enter into the Kingdom of
Heaven. You still have to be purified of your sins. How did you get in here?” And
the man answered: “Your mother let me in the back way.”

This little story illustrated for me the power of Mary’s intercession for us.
Since I heard that story as a little kid, I have always tried to turn to Mary for help
so that I can get to heaven and even experience the Kingdom of God now on earth.
There’s a reason why we ask her to “pray for us sinners now and at the hour of our
death.” As Queen of Heaven and Earth, her intercession is powerful. We should
remember that heaven is the Kingdom of God, and in the Kingdom of God Jesus is
the King and Mary is the Queen. So, for His Kingdom to come on earth as it is in
heaven we must pray to Mary as much as we pray to Jesus and God the Father. If
we let Jesus be our King and Mary be our Queen, we can have strong hope that
they will open the gates of heaven for us.

If the rosary is not a part of your regular prayer life right now, it’s easy to get your feet wet with
this devotion. Here are a couple steps to get started.

. Sure, some people might sit down and quietly pray a

whole rosary in one sitting. But we can also choose to divide it up, saying just a decade or two at a time at
different points throughout the day: on the way to work, in between errands, in between meetings, while
folding laundry or doing dishes. Many holy men and women and even popes have prayed the rosary this
way and have found it manageable and fruitful for their busy lives. Try it...

The rosary is like a portable chapel we can keep in our pocket and

pull out anytime, anyplace. Whether we have a sudden, urgent situation to present to God in prayer or we
just want to fill some of our day with thoughts of God, all we need to do is pull out our beads and turn to the
Lord in this prayer. Indeed, the rosary is always accessible. We might pray it in a church, in our room, in
our office. Or we might pray it in the car, on the exercise machine, in the grocery store line, or while cutting
the grass or going for a walk. Bringing our hearts into the rhythm of the rosary is something we can do
intermittently throughout the day.

El sabado pasado,

celebramos la Solemnidad de la

me recordd de un cuento que
escuchara de mi maestro del quinto
grado que nunca he olvidado.

Un hombre se muri6 y habia
pasado por las puertas del cielo
donde le vio a Jests.

Como Reina del Cielo y de la Tierra, su intercesion es
poderosa. Debemos recordar que el cielo es el Reino de Dios, y en el Reino de
Dios Jests es el rey y Maria es la reina. Por lo tanto, para que venga a nosotros su
reino en la tierra como en el cielo, necesitamos rezar a Maria tanto como rezamos
a Jests y a Dios Padre. Si permitimos que Jesis sea nuestra Rey y Maria sea
nuestra Reina, podemos tener esperanza fuerte que ellos nos abran las puertas del
cielo. O Maria, nuestra reina, iruega por nosotros!

Pero también podemos optar por dividirlo, diciendo solo una década o dos a la vez
en diferentes momentos del dia: de camino al trabajo, entre recados, entre reuniones, mientras dobla la ropa o lava
los platos. Muchos hombres y mujeres santos e incluso papas han rezado el rosario de esta manera y lo han
encontrado manejable y fructifero para sus vidas ocupadas. Intentalo...

El rosario es como una capilla portatil que podemos guardar en

nuestro bolsillo y sacar en cualquier momento y lugar. Ya sea que tengamos una situacién urgente y repentina que

presentar a Dios en oracion o simplemente deseemos llenar parte de nuestro dia con pensamientos de Dios, todo lo
que tenemos que hacer es sacar nuestras cuentas y volvernos al Sefor en esta oracion. De hecho, el rosario siempre
esta accesible. Podriamos rezarlo en una iglesia, en nuestra habitacion, en nuestra oficina. O podriamos rezarlo en el
automovil, en la maquina de ejercicios, en la fila de la tienda de comestibles o mientras cortamos el césped o salimos
a caminar. Llevar nuestro corazén al ritmo del rosario es algo que podemos hacer de forma intermitente a lo largo del
dia.

Gospel MT 16:13-20

prophets. "He said to them, “But who do you say
that I am?” Simon Peter said in reply,

"You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.”
Jesus said to him in reply, “Blessed are you,
Simon son of Jonah. For flesh and blood has not
revealed this to you, but my heavenly Father.
And so I say to you, you are Peter, and upon this
rock I will build my church, and the gates of the
netherworld shall not prevail against it. I will
give you the keys to the kingdom of heaven.
Whatever you bind on earth shall be bound in
heaven; and whatever you loose on earth shall be
loosed in heaven.” Then he strictly ordered his
disciples to tell no one that he was the Christ.

GODLY OR GAUDY?

The modern Christian tends to wear crosses as opposed to carrying them — at least in
Jewelry. It's so noticeable among both celebrities, and athletes! Religious symbols are
turned into expensive necklaces or rings. It's strange to think that a Roman method of
execution is now a fashion accessory.

Believe or not, it is estimated that Americans spend about six billion dollars annually on such
items. By the same token, however, their real value is much more difficult to estimate and
peg.

Truth is that in real life people don’t have to seek crosses at all. They find you. Unlike
Jewelry, there is no choice or selection involved. Coming in all shapes and sizes, they fit
every life. The original crosses were made to die on, not to die for as jewelry, and what we
must crucify on a regular basis is our ego. (EGO can mean edging GOD Out) Not ‘thy will be
done’, but mine!)

In the Gospel passage that makes up this Sunday’s reading, Peter meant no harm in
opposing Jesus. Fact is, neither do we! But even if nobly intended, his response was contrary
to the plan of God. His desire was as old as Adam, which is that he wanted his following of
Jesus to be on his own terms. He wanted none of this defeatist talk of Jerusalem and death!
Peter and the rest of us must all come to the place where we realize that we can’t take one
breath, think one thought, or accomplish anything worthwhile — without God. He leads, we
follow. The cross isn't something we wear. It's a reality to be lived.
