1. ABCD – Clothing & Essentials Program
 ABC D neighborhood centers provide free clothing, infant essentials, and basic furnishings.

2. Cradles to Crayons (Greater Boston)
 Provides free children’s clothing, shoes, and school essentials via partner agencies.

3. Circle of Hope (Needham / MetroWest)
 Distributes clothing, hygiene supplies, and seasonal essentials to families and shelters.
