I’ve been in several “rehabs” but was never com-
mitted to them. As a great friend once said to me, 
“I hadn’t endured enough suffering.” It’s easy to 
go back to that same lifestyle, but it’s so painful to 
live it everyday. The amount of pain and suffering 
I was willing to self-inflict is astonishing, just to 
keep getting high. 

I once overdosed to the extreme that the EMT’s 
quit performing CPR and administering Narcan 
because that had given the medical limit with no 
response. As they were preparing to inform my 
brother-in-law that I had died and working out my 
time of death, I took  a breath and rose up straight 
as a board. It scared them half to death, by the way. 
Afterwards, I refused medical treatment, drove 
home, and used again.

I had been in so many vile and horrific places and 
so many “should have died’ experiences, I just be-
came numb to it. The people who loved me just 
hurt everyday. My dad used to always tell me, 
“Son, the only reason fools like us live is ‘cause ev-
ery single night there is a Godly woman on her 
knees crying and praying for us. Otherwise, we 
would have been in the ground.” That woman was 
his mother, my grandmother. She also said one 
day my father’s prodigal son would come home to 
be redeemed. She isn’t alive to see her prophesy 
fulfilled, but nevertheless, I am redeemed.

Without God, Open Door Ministries, and the little 
old ladies who loved me when I was so unlovable 
to pray for my soul; I couldn’t write this testimony 
to say thank you for giving my father back his son 
and son back to his father. Mainly, The Father God 
has a “new creation” in his child.

John 15:13; “There is no greater love than to lay 
down one’s life for one’s friends.”

Greetings fellow believers. My name is Rés (Re-
ese) and my testimony is a true message of re-
demption.

I have been a slave to addiction since I was 13 years 
old. I grew up in church, yet I rebelled against it. I 
always had a void in my heart that I tried my very 
best to fill with whatever I could. I would smoke, 
drink, and by the age of 20, injecting drugs into 
my body. I used people like I used drugs, as well, 
by taking and taking until they were useless to me 
and throw them away.

In my mid 20’s I became involved with a gang 
while I was in prison. I was still a daily heroin user 
and found myself in both a violent and vicious cy-
cle. After about five years, I had just accepted that 
I would either die from an overdose or from some 
form of violence like I inflicted on others.
