It has reestablished the osprey, 
peregrine, bald eagle, wild turkey, bobcat and beaver 
populations; stocks over 600,000 trout in 
approximately 200 bodies of water and maintains the 
most progressive deer management program in the 
nation. The Division holds wildlife workshops for 
teachers each year and trains an estimated 18,000 
future hunters and trappers in hunter education courses.
