In his father's ministry, Bethel Commandment Temple of God Seventh Day, Elder Jones served in many 

capacities from Transportation Ministry to the Trustee Board. His father nurtured him in ministry by 

allowing him to travel with him on preaching engagements and serving as his adjutant and musician. 

Preaching the Word, the Youth and Music Ministry are his passion.

Elder Jones has played for several Washington, DC music groups such as: The Hillian Ensemble, 

Sanctification, Disciples for Christ, Living Praise and various churches. While, Daryl enjoyed his music, 

his passion was with the young people knowing that there was a call on his life. He saw that there was 

void in the lives of young Christians and God was leading him to fill it. As a young adult, he left his 

father's ministry to further develop his ministry calling. He later united with the 

Standard of Living Ministries in Washington D.C. under the leadership of Dr. Charles K.& Pastor  Cynthia 

Williams. There he served as Youth Pastor, participating in summer camps, retreats and conferences. Dr 

Williams saw that he was now ready to spread the gospel outside of the gates of Standard of Living 

Ministries, therefore licensing him as a minister of the gospel in 2001.

Elder Jones has shared the gospel of Jesus Christ to people all over the city at Youth 

Conferences/Revivals, Men's Conferences, and Church Conferences. He continues to preach the gospel 

and mentor several young people in their adolescence and Christian walk.

In 2007, the Holy Spirit led Elder Jones to unite with The Life Changing Church of Temple Hills, Md were 

he has become a son, under the leadership of Bishop Herbert and Pastor Patricia Jackson. While at The 

Life Changing Church he served as an Associate Pastor and adjutant to Bishop Jackson and also provided 

assistance to Pastor Patricia Jackson Word of Life Ministries. He is also a member of GO TELL IT 

Ministries Worldwide under the leadership of Apostle Corletta J. Vaughn in which he was licensed and 

ordained July 2,2009. 

In 2017 Daryl yielded and submitted to the Pastoral call on his life was released by Bishop Jackson to 

launch his ministry in which Transformation Assembly was born January 7,2020 and he also got married 

September 12,2020.

Daryl graduated in 2012 from Sword of the Spirit Bible Institute with a degree in Biblical Studies. His 

principle for Christian living is found in Romans 4:21 "being fully persuaded that, what he had 

promised, he was able also to perform."
