This collection is partially processed. All VHS tapes have been converted to a CD format.

During the accession process a rough inventory was prepared. With the assistance of the
archivist, archival interns later prepared lists of the individual folders within each collection.
Every archive has aback log of materials that may take several years to catalog. Due to the
relatively small size and historical importance of this collection, the archivist has decided to
make it available to researchers and interested parties
