Like just about every other association, we have churches that are barely holding
on. Let us remember to pray for them. We also can rejoice with a church that makes
such an obvious turn around.

At the May 10 meeting, the Executive Committee voted on a request from the
Vineyard Committee. They unanimously accepted the proposal that we buy the
property between the Vineyard and the highway that belongs to Mrs. Dot Martin for the
purchase price of $160,000.
