So, I am aware that this recognition may say more about the people on the
Personnel Committee and Executive Committee than about me. It says that they care
about the personnel to whom they relate. It says they are quick to give honor and
express encouragement. It says they want to give an example of how churches should

relate to their leaders.

For all of this, I am thankful. I have said all along, and still say, that I am the one
most blessed for being able to serve God alongside the people in our churches right
here in Coffee County. Please know that I am thankful for this privilege and for this
astounding recognition. I truly appreciate it.
