What do you do when you don’t know what to do? What do you
do while you’re waiting for a clear vision of what to do?

The first thing I would recommend is for us to remember our faith.

I seem to remember an old
and great hymn by that same name. It’s an upbeat and encouraging, hymn,
the refrain goes like this: “Leaning, leaning, safe and secure from all alarms;
leaning, leaning, leaning on the everlasting arms.”

» The first stanza speaks about fellowship, joy, blessedness and peace,

found in leaning on the everlasting arms.

* The second tells us how sweet it is to walk in the pilgrim way and

how bright the path grows from day to day.

* The third stanza says two things of great importance, “what have I to

dread, what have I to fear” and “I have blessed peace with my Lord so

near.”
So remember, we can never go wrong by leaning on the everlasting arms of
Jesus, AMEN?
