5. Food Insecurity in District 15 - Angelica Jadunandan
How to support food insecurity across the district? Over the past few weeks, schools across District 15 have been doing a lot of important work to support families through food drives, partnerships with local organizations, and parent-led efforts. The directive is to make it easier for schools to stay connected, avoid duplicating efforts, and support one another more efficiently when a need surfaces. Schools such as 124 received support from multiple schools after a direct request was made. Following along, other schools requested the same support, and needs weren’t met. How can we create a system that evens things out?

Supt. Alvarez states that the way schools receive support is based on schools' existing needs prior to this situation, in terms of the benefits. The schools referenced, PS 124 and PS 94, have a high STH, special education, and poverty population, ergo they’re able to receive the additional food pantry services. The District Office cannot change that aspect. Supt. Alvarez has been working with Student Service Managers to highlight schools within the district that already have pantries and connect them with neighboring schools in the same vicinity so families can easily use the existing resources. Supt. Alvarez will facilitate the connection between Council Member Angelica J., Donna, and Zach to move a solution forward. 

6. Working Groups Next Steps - Angelica Cesario
 The Council is in the planning stages of developing a ‘working group’ structure and is actively discussing how these groups will be organized. Current considerations include three focus areas: Equity & Language Access (CM’s included: Angelica J., Qingxia, Basil, Angelica C.), Instruction & Programming (CM’s included: Jonathan, Cara, Kim), and Operations & Infrastructure (CM’s included: Basil). VP Davis suggested sending out a Google form to the public informing them of the rollout of the CEC 15 working groups.
