1. SCALE, SUSTAIN, AND RESTORE WHAT WORKS

= Foundational Literacy to support strong, fluent readers by the end of second grade.

= Foundational numeracy skills as a priority as well....not skill and drill but facility with number
facts, multiplication and fractional understandings

= Project based learning that empowers students to self-select topics from within a curriculum
and own their learning.

= CRSE not as posters and potlucks but providing an in depth window into understanding each
child and how to meet their needs.

= Accelerated, high level learning for all students with tailored scaffolds to provide access in
many ways

2. REIMAGINE THE SCHOOLEXPERIENCE

= What constitutes a “good” school? YYY?Y
