When Alysson Bourque first approached me with the idea of bringing her beloved picture
book to life onstage, I felt two things at once: honored... and wildly excited. Alysson’s trust
in me, in Wonderland, and in our young performers is something I will never take lightly.
It’s not every day an author hands you her characters and says, “Here—let’s make
something new together.” Alysson, thank you for dreaming this dream with me, for
believing in the power of children’s theatre, and for stepping boldly into the world of
musical storytelling.

And then there is my creative partner—our composer and musical mastermind—Colin
Smith. Colin took this world of kittens, sprinkles, secret recipes, and Christmas magic and
crafted a score that is dazzling, heartfelt, hilarious, and as catchy as a holiday jingle you
can’t stop humming. Watching him breathe musical life into Alycat’s story has been one

of the great joys of this process.

1 also want to give immense thanks to Wendy Shelton, my co-director, collaborator,
thought-partner, and steady hand through every rehearsal and every moment of “Okay,
what if we tried it THIS way?” Wendy, your patience, your humor, and your love for these
kids elevate everything we do. I'm so grateful we built this show side by side.

And now... the heartbeat of all of this: our young performers.

There is something profoundly special about working on brand-new material—when no
cast before them has ever said these lines, sung these songs, or created this world. These
kids aren’t stepping into characters; they are originating them. They're building choices
from scratch, finding jokes no adult could write, discovering meaning in moments we
didn’t even know were meaningful yet. They’re making history in their own small but
mighty way.

They are the first voices to ever sing these melodies.
They are the first little paws to ever inhabit Alycat’s world.
They are the blueprint for every production that comes after this one.

That is rare. That is brave. And that is something they should be so, so proud of.

This show is more than a Christmas musical—it’s the beginning of a tradition. It’s the first
step toward a future where Wonderland stages more original works, more collaborations
with authors, more chances for kids to help create theatre, not just perform it.

The possibilities are endless, and tonight you’re watching the very beginning of
something big.

Finally, thank YOU—our families, our supporters, and our community—for believing in
children’s theatre, for cheering these performers on, and for showing up in a season
alreadly filled to the brim with events and obligations. Your presence means the world.

As you watch this story unfold—of cookies coming to life, of Christmas clues, of friendship,
of kindness, and of one determined kitten who just wants everything to be perfect—I hope
you feel the joy that has filled our rehearsal room from day one. This musical was made
with so much laughter, so much heart, and maybe... just maybe...
