This letter will announce that the 2026 HOA Annual Meeting will be held at 6:00pm on March 18, 2026, at the Vail Greater Area Chamber of Commerce located at 13105 E Colossal Cave Rd.  If you are new to the area, this is across the road at the intersection of Success Dr and Colossal Cave Road next to the Food Bank. We have received payments for annual assessments for 2026 and other past due charges from the vast majority of Fast Horse Ranch HOA members and only 24 lots still have past due assessments, late charges and other charges to bring their accounts up to date.  Of the 24 remaining properties, we have filed assessment liens against 6 properties and the other 18 continue with the collection effort.  If you haven’t paid your assessments, late charges or other charges, please send your payments now.

I have been in contact with our Pima County Supervisor, Steve Christy, concerning the Bourne Properties, Vail Connections and the other things impacting all of us in Fast Horse Ranch like inadequate street lighting at Success Dr & Colossal Cave Road, unsafe conditions by which children must walk through high grass or on the roadway to walk/bike to Vail Middle School and the narrowness of the roadway in general.  He is aware of our annual meeting and says he will contact Pima County agencies like: Pima County Dept. of Transportation, Pima County Development Services, Bourne Properties and his office to attend.  Please let us know of your concerns about this matter as soon as possible.

A number of our residents/members have told me that they are receiving notices from their Homeowners Insurance companies that their rates are increasing because their homes are now classified as being located in a high risk of wildfires and they don’t know if they can afford the coverage or deal with being cancelled.  We are enclosing an informational paper on what Buffel grass is and how to deal with it.  We all need to be aware of our properties being overgrown with grasses, weeds, trees and brush and the risk they impose to us all.  Because of this, the board is banning the use of fire pits and burn barrels effective immediately.  Anyone caught using these items will be subject to fines so please cooperate with this directive.

We want to inform everyone that effective immediately the email link to the HOA on the Website is being disconnected.
