Catechism Corner:  What is a Feast Day? 

Feast days are the annual 
cycle of liturgical 
celebrations 
commemorating the saving 
mysteries of Christôs life, 
as a participation in the 
Paschal Mystery, which is 
celebrated annually at 
Easter, the ñFeast of 
feasts.ò Feast days 

commemorating Mary, the Mother of God, and the saints 
are also celebrated, providing the faithful with examples of 
those who have been glorified with Christ. (CCC 
Glossary)  

When the Church keeps the memorials of martyrs and 
other saints during the annual cycle, she proclaims the 
Paschal mystery in those ñwho have suffered and have 
been glorified with Christ. She proposes them to the 
faithful as examples who draw all men to the Father 
through Christ, and through their merits she begs for Godôs 
favors.ò (CCC 1173) 

November 1 is the Feast of All Saints, followed by the 
Feast of All Soulôs Day, the commemoration of the Faithful 
Departed, on November 2.
