Make sure there is enough space so that the 
massage chair can be tilted, and the back end of 
the massage chair should be at least 12in away 
from the wall.

Do not expose the massage chair to direct 
sunlight or high-temperature environments 
(such as in front of heating equipment). Place 
the massage chair away from high tempera-
tures and direct sunlight. For long-term use in 
designated locations, it is recommended to 
lay soft cushions. When laying the mat flat, 
The size should be enough to cover the area 
where the machine contacts the floor and the 
area where the feet contact the floor.

Support the bottom sides of the stand, then lift 
and move. Since the machine is heavy, please 
be careful when carrying it to avoid straining 
your back. (This machine must be carried by 
two or more people)

1. Please lift the massage chair to move it 
on fragile surfaces such as wooden floors.
2. When moving on a wooden floor, it is 
recommended to lift. Avoid damage to 
the casters. When lifting and moving 
the floor to a designated position and 
lowering it, be careful to keep your 
hands out of the way to avoid damage 
and be careful of your feet being 
crushed. Do not let go of the machine 
until it is completely flat. The floor may 
be damaged. Therefore, it is recom-
mended to place mats and other items 
on the floor.

Mobile method

Use the rear casters to move the massage chair. 
According to the method shown in the picture, tilt 
the chair downwards and backwards about 45° to 
move it.
Note: Do not press down too much to avoid prod-
uct damage due to complete tipping of the chair.

1. Before moving, you need to shut down 
the machine correctly, completely reset 
the backrest and leg mechanism, and 
then remove the power supply from the 
product.
2. The product must be left empty when 
moving. Do not allow people, pets or 
debris to stay on the product.
3. Use casters to move and do not cross 
obstacles with a height drop greater than 
0.08in or gaps greater than 0.2in.
4. When using casters to move this 
product, a single continuous movement is 
not supported. If the distance exceeds 
164ft, please move the product slowly 
and evenly.

During the reclining/upright movement, if an object touches the anti-pinch sensing 
area, the anti-pinch function is triggered, and the device enters pause mode.
Remove the object from under the backrest, and press the pause button to resume the 
reclining/upright movement.

Rotate the wheel forward, and the backrest will slowly rise. Release the button to stop 
the ascent immediately. When approaching the limit, a short beep will sound as a 
prompt. If you continue to turn the wheel after reaching the limit, a short beep will 
indicate that you have reached the extreme position.

Rotate the wheel backward, and the backrest will slowly descend. Release the button to stop 
the descent immediately. When approaching the limit, a short beep will sound as a prompt. If 
you continue to turn the wheel after reaching the limit, a short beep will indicate that you 
have reached the extreme position.

Press the "     " key to choose the automatic program (you can select other automatic programs 
by pressing the "     " key again within 3 seconds).

After selection, the chair will automatically conduct a shoulder position detection on the human 
body. Please maintain a sitting position that conforms to the massage chair.

If the detected position deviates from the actual shoulder position, 
use the roller to adjust the position of the massage core until it aligns with the appropriate shoul-
der position. If there is no shoulder position adjustment within 10 seconds, the massage function 
will commence.

III. Bluetooth Audio Playback Operation Instructions

1.Enter the main menu of the smart device, open "Settings," select the "Bluetooth" option, 
turn on "Bluetooth," and automatically "Search for new Bluetooth devices."
2. The device will search for the corresponding Bluetooth model (MR380-XXXXXXX). Click 
the pairing button. If asked to pair with the device, select "Pair" to complete the pairing.
3. Open the music player of the smart device and select a song to play.

IV. Ending the Massage

1. During the massage, press the armrest quick switch key to immediately turn off all mas-
sage functions, reset the backrest mechanism, or let the massage timer reach its limit, auto-
matically turning off all massage functions and resetting the backrest mechanism.
2. Cut off the power supply to the entire machine (refer to the illustration for cutting off the 
entire machine power). Close the power switch (refer to the illustration). Unplug the power 
plug (refer to the illustration). Unplug the product connection power cord.

Cleaning and Maintenance



Issue

Solution

The backrest reaches a certain position, pressing the corresponding adjustment button 
no longer changes it, and it emits a continuous "beep, beep" sound.

Due to the product's structural design and ergonomic requirements, there are restrictive 
protection measures for posture adjustment. A reminder sound will be emitted when 
reaching the limit.

Issue

Solution

After the machine is turned on, the functions are not running or some functions are not 
operating.

After pressing the machine's power button, it is necessary to manually select the auto-
matic massage program or other operating states. If the manual operating mode is 
selected, functions that are not chosen may be in a closed state. Manually set the 
operating mode under manual mode.

Issue

Solution

The machine enters a pause state during massage.

The backrest of the machine has anti-pinch functionality, and it enters pause mode when 
foreign objects are detected. Remove the object from under the backrest and press the 
pause button to resume the massage.

Issue

Solution

The machine emits a squeaking friction sound during posture adjustment.

The entire product uses environmentally friendly and advanced anti-corrosive materials. 
Due to the inherent characteristics of these materials, slight friction noise may occur at 
relative motion points, which is considered normal. Note: If tearing sounds from fabric or 
material are heard during operation, immediately stop using it and seek professional 
assistance for inspection.

Issue

Solution

The massage rollers do not reach the position of the shoulders or neck.

If the head does not touch the headrest or the back does not touch the backrest, the 
shoulder position may be lower than the actual position during the body shape detection 
process. Sit in the deepest position of the chair, rest your head on the headrest, and 
then restart the operation from the beginning.

Issue

Solution

The machine is damaged. The power cord or power plug is abnormally heating.

To prevent accidents, please contact the authorized service center immediately.
