Comic Book Show Cosplay Rules 
HAVE FUN & ENJOY THE DAY! 

Just like Halloween, cosplay is all about celebrating the characters we love! We encourage everyone to 
embrace their inner hero, villain, or sidekick and have an amazing time showing off your creativity. 

GENERAL COSPLAY GUIDELINES 

RESPECT IS SUPER: Please be respectful to all attendees, cosplayers and non-cosplayers alike. Remember 
that cosplay is not consent - always ask before touching someone's costume or taking photos. 

PHOTOS: Always ask for permission before taking someone's picture. Most cosplayers love showing off 
their hard work, but always respect if someone declines. 

PROP POLICY: 
 No functional weapons or realistic-looking firearms 
 Prop weapons must be peace-bonded at the security checkpoint 
 No props that could unintentionally harm others or damage the venue 
 Large props must not block pathways or exits 

COSTUMES: 
 Costumes must be family-friendly and provide appropriate coverage 
 No offensive or explicit content 
 Masks are allowed but may need to be removed at security checkpoints 

COMFORT & SAFETY: 
 Remember to hydrate! Costumes can get warm 
 Take breaks when needed - we have designated cosplay rest areas 
 Watch your surroundings, especially with large or bulky costumes 

 

 
COSPLAY CONTEST RULES 

CATEGORIES 

 Young Heroes (10 and under) 
 Seasoned Champions (11 and above) 

 
REGISTRATION 

 Registration opens at 10:00 am and closes at 12:30pm at tables 9 - 11 
 The contest is at 1 pm 
 Minors must have parent/guardian approval 

 
JUDGING CRITERIA 

All contestants will be judged on: 
1. Craftsmanship (quality and detail of costume) 
2. Creativity (original design elements or interpretation) 
3. Character portrayal (posing, personality, performance) 



 
CONTEST PROCEDURES 

 Awards ceremony immediately follows the contest 
 The contestants must be present to win 

PRIZES 

 Winners will be announced in each category for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place

Cosplay is about sharing your passion and having fun! Whether you're competing or just enjoying the day 
in costume, you’re part of what makes our comic book show special.
