ROUND OF 32 RECAP
The Week 10, Round of 32 playoffs had nearly every home team winning by huge scores, but there was one upset and a couple of other close games. Burlington-Edison’s (6-4) shutout (40-0) of favored North Kitsap (7-3) brought up an interesting question; how good is the District 1 Northwest Conference?
With 3 teams in the top eight and 2 others in the final 16, Squalicum (6-3) could have also made some noise in the post-season. The sixth-place team, they upset Anacortes 24-21 on Friday, October 3 and played Lynden close before losing 27-17 the next week. Their only sin was losing in the opening week on September 5, 20-16 to the Tigers who tied them for fifth place and earned the league’s fifth and final spot due to the head-to-head matchup. 
The weakest district was the Seattle area whose teams lost all their games followed by the Greater Spokane League where West Valley was the lone winner. (They were outscored 163-7 in the losses.) Overall, the winners of the Round of 32 dominated their opponents outscoring them 695-112. (The projected Top 8 was 380 points scored while just 40 given up.)

ONE NAIL BITER & A BATTLE

Olympic 27, Chief Sealth 14
Chace Webster (Olympic) had another big night cracking the 2,000-yard rushing mark in the Trojans’ (9-1) 27-14 victory over Seattle’s Chief Sealth (6-4). The 6-0, 195 senior rushed for 331 yards and four touchdowns, setting a West Sound record with 38 rushing touchdowns on the year. He became only the second area runner to hit the 2,000-yard mark. (South Kitsap’s Ryan Cole did it in 2000 and 2001.) 

Webster has 2,259 which leaves him 142 yards off Cole’s mark of 2,401. He had touchdown runs of 93 yards, 52, 19 and 48 yards. He also had a 95-yard kickoff return called back because of an illegal block.
Quarterback M.J. Filitaula threw for 169 yards (10 of 19) and two TDs for Chief Sealth.

Washougal 30, Fife 23
The Fife Trojans (SPSL) jumped out to a 15-0 lead and led at halftime 23-22 before Washougal (GSHL) scored in the third on a 9-yard run by Royce Jones and the Panthers held on for a 30-23 victory. Jones, who scored twice, ran for 229 yards on 25 carries and led Washougal (9-1) to their eighth straight win.

Jones is the Vancouver area’s leading rusher with 1,744 yards on 179 carries (9.7 yards-per-carry), and 24 rushing TDs.

Despite his effort, it was Washougal’s defense that won the contest for them. They had multiple stops on Fife (4-6) drives deep (8 and 14-yard lines) in the Red Zone including knocking down and intercepting the ball in the end zone on the final play. 

Zaquaos Williams led the Trojans with 137 yards on 12 carries. Slavik Shemedyuk (16.6 pards-per-carry) had just 12 yards on two carries for Fife.

CLOSE ONLY AT THE KICKOFF

Archbishop Murphy 51, Pullman 7
The game was just seconds into the first quarter when unbeaten Archbishop Murphy scored their first touchdown. Just minutes into the game, they added a blocked punt for another touchdown and a pick six score. Up 28-0 just four minutes into the game, it was easy to understand why people are saying they might be the best team in the state regardless of classification.

They have outscored their opponents 483-59 and the most staggering statistic is their 210-16 mark against the other four Northwest Conference foes that are in the playoffs.

The Wildcats led 49-0 at halftime and averaged 16.2 yards-per-play. Overall, they had 299 rushing yards led by sophomore Ryder Sandstrom (6-1, 190) who tallied 144 yards.

Tumwater 51, Sultan 6
2A’s second-rated team behind Archbishop Murphy, the T-Birds left no doubt in their ninth-straight victory over Sultan 51-6. Tumwater led 29-0 after the first quarter and dominated the contest several different ways.

They scored 5 rushing touchdowns, had three fumble recoveries and a safety. Senior Peyton Davis (5-9, 195) ran for 71 yards and two scores while junior Tyler Briscoe (5-8, 175) added 97 yards on just four carries and a touchdown.

The win was the 500th victory of the program.

East Valley (Yakima) 56, Rogers (Spokane) 0
Each week, the senior-laden Red Devils gain more confidence in their second run to the state tournament since 2006. Unbeaten on the year and the CWAC champion, they raised their mark to 10-0 with a complete domination of Rogers. 

Senior quarterback, Jaxon Berg threw for 250 yards and four scores which gives him 37 TD passes on the season. And 83 during his career. His top target Saturday was fellow senior Greyson Stevens who caught four passes for 104 yards.

The stingy Red Devil defense held the Pirates to 70 total yards. Their last three games, they have outscored their opponents 178-0 and the last team to score on them was Selah in a 42-13 East Valley (Yakima) victory on October 17. 

Lynden 41, Bremerton 14
Playing in the tough Northwest Conference, the Lynden Lions (8-2) showed the strength of the conference with a 41-14 victory over Bremerton (3-7) of the Olympic League.

Don’t be deceived by the score, the Lions led 34-0 at the half and soon had the running clock in play as the game was never in doubt.

Five players scored touchdowns for Lynden and junior Gordy Bedlington (6-1, 180) added a 72-yard punt return for a touchdown. Alvaro Mendoza (5-foot-8, 175 Sr.), got the winners on the scoreboard in the first with a 16-yard TD run. It came after the stingy Lion defense forced a three-and-out.

Overall, the Lions totaled 197 yards on 21 carries, and their defense forced two turnovers.

W.F. West 45, Columbia River 0
Known for an explosive offense in the past, it was W.F. West’s (Chehalis) defensive performance that set the tone in the Bearcats’ (8-2) 45-0 victory. They held Columbia River (6-3) to 120 total yards including just 6 yards on 21 carries.

Offensively, quarterback Wyatt Hoffman (5-foot-11, 175) had 280 total yards including scoring on a 33-yard run on the opening drive. In the air, the sophomore signal caller completed 21 of 30 attempts for 239 yards and capped West’s last scoring drive with a 34-yard pass to Conner Coleman. Overall, Hoffman added three other scoring touchdowns.

Senior Miles Martin (5-10, 190) added a 9-yard run in the second quarter and fellow senior, Kade Mohoric, (6-0, 180) had a 2-yard run. The Bearcats have won eight of their last nine games.

PROVING THEIR DOUBTERS WRONG

West Valley (Spokane) 48, Aberdeen 7
Despite winning 7-games-in-a-row and being the 2A Greater Spokane league’s top seed, West Valley (9-1) was not rated high in the Week 10 tournament. However, they did have a home play-in game and dominated Aberdeen (7-4) from District 4 48-7.

Junior Elijah Newman (5-11, 175) had 135 yards rushing (19 carries) and three scores for the Eagles while junior Nathan Zettle scored the first touchdown. West Valley limited the Bobcats of the EVCO conference to 83 yards on the ground.


INTERCEPTIONS PACE THE WAY

Anacortes 35, Ridgefield 0
The defending back-to-back state champions, Anacortes (8-2),scored in three plays on their first possession and never looked back in a 35-0 shutout over Ridgefield (5-5).

Junior quarterback, Ryan Harrington had 296 yards passing (16-of-29) and two TD passes, while senior running back, Shia Webster had 101 yards on 15 carries and scored twice. Harrington’s main targets were senior Luca Moore who caught six passes for 108 yards and tight end, Micah Dickinson (Sr.) who added 4 for 43 yards and a score. Sophomore Jack Hopen also had a rushing touchdown.

Defense was the story the rest of the game as the Seahawks intercepted five passes including two by senior Zeke Hawkins whose last one ended the contest, (He also had two receptions for 78 yards and a touchdown.). Senior Brendan Cutter also had two int.

WAS THIS A TRACK MEET?

Orting 56, East Valley (Spokane) 0
Rated among the state’s top teams, Orting dominated offensively over East Valley (Spokane), outdueling them 419 yards to 161, including 326 on the ground. 

They were led by 6-foot-3, 210 senior full back, Carson McCall, who had 132 yards on 15 carries, scoring four times, including one on a 29-yard TD pass reception. 5-foot-8 senior, Israel Shrode joined in with 104 yards on 5 carries (2 TD) while junior Shiron Seniours had 68 on four other carries (1TD). As a group, they had three scores over 50 yards, (Shrode 56, McCall and Seniours both 51.).

5-foot-10 junior quarterback, Kyle Curtis completed 4 of 6 passes for 93 yards and 1 TD.

In the Cardinals’ last five victories, the SPSL champions have outscored their opponents 289-10. Their defense had a couple big stops in the Red Zone to stop East Valley.

Franklin Pierce 42, Cedarcrest 7
The story of the game was the running of halfback Bryson Allen of Franklin Pierce (8-2) who tallied 254 yards on just 15 carries in a 42-7 conquest of D2 Cedarcrest (7-3). The 5-foot-10, 179-pound senior has 1,770 yards through 9 games and has averaged 11.6 yards-per-carry while scoring 27 touchdowns.

Senior Anthony Lomiga (averaging 13.6 yards-per-carry this fall) added 50 yards rushing and a score while defensing one pass and adding four tackles on defense.



CLOSE AT THE HALF

Steilacoom 38, Ephrata 14
When Steilacoom is mentioned these days, it usually includes the name of rookie NFL standout receiver, Emeka Egbuka (ee-meck-uh, ee-boo-kuh), a Sentinel grad. Their last playoff appearance in the final 16 came in 2021 but this year, the SPSL’s third seed (behind Orting and Franklin Pierce), wanted to change recent history.

Up 17-7 at the half, the Sentinels scored on their first possession of the second half on a 64-yard pass play from fellow juniors, Titus Kaeka to Noah Maxwell. Kaeka had 4 touchdowns in the air while Maxwell scored on the ground as well.

Kaeka was 17 of 30 for 205 yards while Maxwell tallied 231 total offensive yards with 126 on the ground (15 carries) plus four receptions for 105 yards. Sophomore Jaleo Johnson caught six passes for 105 yards and two TD’s.

EYE OPENERS

Burlington-Edison 40, North Kitsap 0
Not much was expected of the Northwest Conference’s fifth and final seed outside of District one. Facing perennial 2A power North Kitsap (7-3) at Poulsbo, Burlington-Edison (6-4) had the only upset of the weekend in a 40-0 victory over the Vikings.

Using a stifling defense and a strong kicking game, the Tigers didn’t allow North Kitsap to advance into the Red Zone. 6-foot-4 senior kicker, Cannon Cook, had two field goals, 4 PAT’s and was six-for-six on touchbacks.

Senior linebacker Nolan Radder (5-10, 195) returned an interception for a 41-yard pick six score and senior Evan Forthun (5-11, 165) added another int.

North Kitsap had won six games in-a-row.

Offensively, senior Jacob Lowell (6-1, 210) ran for 86 yards on 17 carries, scoring twice. Senior QB Owen Stewart (5-11, 195), was 15-0f-19 for 257 passing yards, a TD pass and a rushing score. Forthun added 6 catches for 139 yards. Jake Van Pelt (Jr., 5-11, 190) caught a TD pass with four receptions for 56 yards.

It is Burlington-Edison’s first state playoff berth since 2018.

Prosser 42, North Mason 14
Nobody knew how this game might turn out at what appeared to be evenly matched teams on paper. North Mason entered the game with senior running back, Caden Atencio (6-foot-1, 205) being the focal point of their offense. Through nine weeks he had 1,584 yards on 200 carries and had scored 21 rushing touchdowns.

Prosser, meanwhile, had an up-and-down season with their only dominating performance coming against Ellensburg 53-15. 

The Mustangs looked like teams of yore, rolling to a 42-14 victory over the Bulldogs. Sophomore running back, Autrey Hoefer (5-11, 175), who missed most of the early season due to a wrist injury, ran for 172 yards on 16 carries and scored four times. Senior Ben Maldonado (6-0, 180), ran for a 67-yard TD on his lone carry. Sophomore receiver Brody Buxton (5-10, 175) had 8 receptions for 77 yards. Sophomore QB, Daniel Diaz (6-1, 155) was 14 for 22 for 163 yards. His lone TD pass went to senior wideout, Evan Carey (5-11, 175).

The Prosser defense held North Mason’s Atencio to just six yards on 20 carries.

THIRD QUARTER MAGIC

Sehome 45, Selah 0
Quarterback Nolan Wright (Sr.) bounced back from injury, (He missed to game against Archbishop Murphy the previous week.) and threw a 72-yard scoring pass to speedy wide out Theo Quiggle (Sr.) to open the second quarter as Sehome (6-4) rolled over Selah (5-5) 45-0.

Senior runningback Sawyer Woods ran for 192 yards along with three touchdowns on 26 carries while Quiggle caught another scoring pass of 45 yards and finished with 3 receptions for 126 yards. Wright added a 33-yard touchdown ran, finishing 7 of 14 through the air for 191 yards. 

Sehome led 17-0 at halftime before exploding for 21 in the third quarter.

SLOWING DOWN THE SPEED

Othello 48, Renton 6
Othello’s lone loss was to 3rd rated East Valley (Yakima) back on October 3 (36-13). Since then, they have won five-in-a-row which included three of the better CWAC teams (Ephrata, Prosser and Toppenish). Renton (6-4), flying under the radar in District 2 was the only 2A school playing in a combo 4A/3A league, (Kingco).

The Othello Huskies (9-1) didn’t slow down the Red Hawks’ leading rusher, Patrick Turner (5-11, 189, Sr.), who gained 148 yards on 14 carries, but they held Renton to only 6 points. (Turner, finished the year with 1,622 yards and a 10.3 yards-per-carry and 19 TD’s.)

Othello, always among the state’s best under Hall-of-Fame coach, Roger Hoell, was impressive slowing down Renton who scored 241 total points in 4 of their six wins.
