Second Wave Feminism White, Black Or Chicano might have had fought the same cause for gender equality was different in many other ways. The groups of women had different struggles, standards and historical background. Woman of Color had to deal with Race, Gender and Class. Other characteristics of Women of Color had to deal with was language, legislation, education, labor, culture and historical background. Women of Color was extraordinary Americans who dealt with more than their white counterparts In Order to understand the Fourth Wave of Feminism, we still need to understand the Second Wave of Feminism. The second wave of feminism was when women fought for equality economic, social, political, legislature and historical. In the 1960’s to 1970’s Second Wave Feminism was a distinct different group of women. Politics is personal, it is personal when it’s your own civil rights is at stake, this was the civil rights movement, this is the Chicano/a Movement, and also the Women Liberation movement. Women of color in America live in a world different than their white counterparts, women in America were suppressed emotionally, historically, culturally, and economically, legislation treated less than. Anger, language, education, and activism was methods of fighting for equality but women of color in America, had it harder than almost every part of daily life. Women of Color and Women in America were wanted equality, they wanted liberty, the aspirations for wanted to be treated equality, and equal. 
	Feminism is divided in American time by “waves”, waves of feminism is divided in different eras in American or Western culture. The First original wave, these historical women were named “Suffragettes” “cast off the shackles of yesterday, shoulder to shoulder into the fray, our daughter’s daughters will adore us, and they’ll sing in grateful chorus, well done sister suffragettes.” [footnoteRef:1]The second wave of feminism was in 1960’s to 1970’s. Many have started in the publication of Feminine Mystique in 1963 and may have ended in the ruling 1973 in Roe vs. Wade.  [1:  ] 

	Second Wave Feminism, white, black, Asian and latex might have had fought the same cause for gender equality was different in many other works. The groups of women had different struggles, different experiences, different outlooks and looks from within. Historically, multiple groups of gender exist, their history is different than others, but none are less than another. Economically, racial, ethnically, religiously and emotionally, women ’s all were in the group of second wave feminism. Second Wave Feminism ’s subgroup of women of color dealt with additional obstacles of oppression, language, legislation, education, labor, cultural, historically outlook. Women of Color are extraordinary Americans who dealt with more than their treatment in American history.
	Women in counterculture America became champions of their communists and leaders for future to come. The Second wave Feminism was part of the conscious rising that occurred in the 1960’s America.[footnoteRef:2] This time in American history was the opportunity that many injustices, America had to look how many groups of people were treated as second class Americans, women were one of those groups. Women in America were treated as a second-class woman, both historically, and by socially politically. Both Women and Race was protested, tested and conscious raised how these two groups of Americans were inequality treated severally less than.  [2:  ] 

	Second Wave Feminism Historical background is the Slavery, World War II labor and origins story. Women of Color, Feminism, their origin story is different and was viewed in society at the early age. Women of Color had characteristics, and obstacles dealt with Race, Gender and Class while dealing with the counterculture of the 1960’s. The Conscious raising, and the different movements, overlapped and worked at the sometime. Legislation, race, gender, and class into their early adulthood was different than leaders of Second Feminism leaders. Legislation included , Civil Rights , Mendez v. Westminster , Hernandez v. Texas , Brown v. Board , Roe vs. Wade , The Equality Pay Act of 1973 [footnoteRef:3], Title Vii , Griswold v. Connecticut and Title IX .The main difference between Women of Color and Second Wave Feminism is both groups of Americans had different home life , education and community . Literature and Art, Music are other characteristics why the two groups of women are so different.   [3:  ] 

	What is the embodiment of Women of Color feminism, community, race, gender, equality, education (men) relationship with men? The existence of Women of Color and feminism was dealing with both gender inequality and racial inequality. Many American women fought for both equal representations in racial, and gender activism. 
	Black Feminism is the historical, social, political, economic, and culture of race and gender are different than the White women of Second Wave Feminism. Their past affected them till the 1960’s. Slavery in America, was part of their past that slavery was different form women than men. This period of time caused black women later on view themselves. Grouped together after slavery ratified, instead of separating themselves from slaves and children of slavers and the white owners. End of slavery and the affects off. The culture can be another characteristic why Black feminism is different than other groups of Feminism. Culture, their view on community was different than many of her groups of feminism by their family unit, geographical and education move African Americans to have a different. 
	What is Black feminism? Black feminism different than the other forms of feminism. The accomplishments, off and the icons include. Black Feminism is Americans dealing of black history and racism have always something they dealt with it. The primary branches of black feminism are Americans history of slavery reconstruction, and Jim Crow America. This led to the civil right movement, which is the reason why and why not many black women did not feel “included” in the second wave feminism, because their history and lack of privileged compared to white counterparts. Black feminism bled into other areas of the equality, socially movements in the counterpart. 
	Many movements crossed over with Feminism, Civil Rights movement and the Black power was different from each other and from the Second Wave feminism. The civil rights movements many times treated the women in the movement less than. Examples of list of speeches none to be women and if Women were added on the list many times these women would get bumped from the list. Compared to Civil right Movements, the Black Panthers were not as Sexist. The Black Panthers might have been created by two Black men, but the Black panthers treated their women equality.[footnoteRef:4] The two groups of African American movement of groups show how Black feminist were seen and treated in two different ways. The Black women were dealing with Race, Gender and Class as the same time, wanted equality in all aspects. [4:  ] 

	Second Wave Feminism was white, mothers and middle class was different and Black feminism and Chicano Feminism because of their education and literature. Many of references hide or shift their thoughts on the group of women than in Asian American Feminism and Women of Color , first book to mention "Second Wave Feminist were racist "[footnoteRef:5] Another source states , the white women of Second Wave Feminism would use racist names towards other groups of women as a source of authority.  [5:  ] 

	Another reason why Second Wave Feminism and Women of Color was different was the book, Feminine Mystique. The first wave of Feminism's source of material was Friedan's book was about inequality, sexuality, home life and the expedition were different from women and then men. Many points that Friedman brought up that was not brought up before was education, material rape. The sexuality of men and violence that was happening in the home was never discussed. In the book sexuality is a main focus and the way many never discussed. In the book sexuality is a main focus and the way men used it for violence against their wives. Many times, husbands would use their children against their wives a form of suppression and unhealthy relationship abuse. Women from the Women liberation would discuss how they would want to work or go back to school, and their husbands would use their children as an example to say no.
	 












Chapter 2 
Counterculture 

New Left, Counterculture, or conscious raising was all aspects of the new era in America. The 1960’s was a time in America, when it was new way of thinking. Civil Rights Movement, Black is Beautiful, Asian Power, Grape Boycott, Feminist Movement, Environment Movement, Student Activism, and Vietnam War with the Anti-Vietnam activist movement, was all a testing America but made it better. The 1960’s was a time for the less of fought for equality, socially, economically and politically represented in America. 
	The 1960’s began at different spots in time , when Rosa Parks refused to give her seat to a white man, when  Jack F. Kennedy was elected as president , Martin Luther King spoke about the inequality , when Caesar Chavez and Dolores Huerta spoke to fight for their equality or when Americans woke up and saw unequal America really was. 
	Theories, thesis, books and writers all speak at the time when the 1960’s really did start and was the beginning to the one of the productive Americans who made it better. If you were not born rich white men, and then you were other, the margin groups of people lived in poverty, emotional anguish and was the second class of humans. Uncle Sam forgot about his people, and the 1960’s was the fight back that was waiting to happen. 
	In Wake-Up America, by John Lewis he discuses  
‘The Revolution is at hand, and we must free ourselves of the chains of political and economic slavery. The nonviolent revolution is saying, “We will not wait for the courts to act, for we have been waiting for hundreds of years. We Will not wait for a President, the Justice Department, nor Congress, but we will take matters into our own hands and create a source of power , outside of any national structure that could and would assure us a victory “ To those who have said , “Be patient and wait,” we must say that, “Patience is a dirty and nasty word” “We cannot be patient, we do not want to be free gradually, we want our freedom , we want it now. We cannot depend on any political party, for both for Democrats and the Republicans have betrayed the basic principles of the Declaration of Independence”

Chapter 3 
Black Feminism 

White Feminism is the reason why Women of Color do not call themselves Feminist, why is that? Black Feminism has their own history, culture, context and dealing with that systematic racism. Black Feminist dealt with their own American experience, legalization and the counterculture differently than other forms of Feminism. Black Feminism is not White Feminism or part of Second Wave Feminism. In the midst of Third Wave Feminist we still yet, to understand the Second Wave Feminism. Second Wave Feminism was American women wanting equality socially culturally and historically in the 1960’s to 1970’s. Black Feminism dealt with slavery, Jim crow and experienced civil rights, and black power differently than their white counterparts or men counterparts. Black Feminism is not White, Chicana, Asian Feminism, it has their own obligations, history and movements. Yet, all Women of Color dealt with Race, Class, and Gender, having different experience than the Second Wave Feminism. 
	Yes, Black Women were at Second Wave Feminism, and yes, black women are feminist, but that doesn’t mean the Second Wave was thinking about the Black Americans. Black Feminism, history includes American slavery, the Jim crow suppression  
	Black Feminism is not part of Second Wave Feminism, it was not invited nor welcomed. 
“Black Feminism is not white feminism in blackface. Black women have particular and legitimate issues which affect our lives as Black women and addressing those issues does not make us any less black. To attempt to open dialogue between Black women and Black men by attacking Black feminist seems shortsighted and self - defecting. “

	Black Feminism is not the same as mainstream Feminism. 
“Feminism is the African American community reached back to the turn of the century south, where author Julia Cooper first identified the double challenge facing her sisters ‘a race problem ‘ and ‘ the women question’  Black women’s emphasis on self-definition and empowerment had long suffered their activism an behalf of community development anti - lynching laws and civil rights “

Black Feminism has changed with American ideology and history, moving with the waves, African American had to deal with Slavery, Jim Crow, mason line and Civil Rights movements differently because their history is different. The longest questions of the suppression while still being asked ‘the women question’ 
 ‘women question’ 
Two Black feminist icons included Coretta Scott King and Angela Y. Davis. Black feminism primary reasons difference than white counterparts, women of color was more based on community work. These two women were both working for and made their community better. Coretta Scott King and civil rights was frightening for equality, liberty, legislation, education, poverty, inequality. She was a wife, mother, activist, leader, writer, loyal, steadfast, leader, many can lean on. 
Coretta Scott King and civil rights movements frightening for equality, poverty, legislation, education, poverty, inequality living conditions. The Civil Rights movements was wanted more than the right to vote, it wanted more than the right to vote, it wanted equal repression of validation, the notion America to see the black man equality in legislation, representation economically, politically, and socially equal to white America. 
Coretta Scott King is a Black Feminist icon because she fought for equality in race, gender, and class. Many women were not treated with respect in the civil rights movements. But she fought for both. Mrs. Scott king also protested equality with the Gay Liberation, Poverty, Chicano farmers movement and with all her accomplishment she was known for her husband the nation of presidents there was a Dr. King Martin Luther King Jr. Dr king and Coretta reminded a nation about each equality and wake up whole nation. Dr. King was seen as radical leaders of equality, fought with love and good will. Yet, he was murdered, Mrs. Scott King tried to finish his fight for equality. 
The second black feminist icon is Angela Y. Davis was a communist, writer, professor, activist and member of Black Panther Party. The black panther party was the reaction to the murder of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. These unapologetic Black men and women saw the American treatment to Dr. King and his message of love. The black Pether party, and black feminist, was many women in the party were treated better than in the civil rights movement. The Black Pether part ideology for themselves and their female counterparts. 
One of the most famous members was Assata Shakur, she captured their mission of accomplishment equality. “Theory without practice is just as incomplete as practice without theory. The two have to go together. I was determined to do both. (page 180, Assata) [footnoteRef:9] [9:  ] 





Chapter 4 
Critique on Feminine Mystique 

	Publication of Feminine Mystique was a conscious awakening for many Middle-Class American Women, it inspired so many women it was the begin of the Feminist Movement. Feminine Mystique was published 1963, when many women were living in Nuclear Families, Mrs. Degree and the Sexual Suppression women had to deal with in America. 
	Betty Friedman’s Feminist Mystique was inspired by the Second Sex, but also kicked off the second wave feminist movement. February 19th 1963, discussing the topics like Women’s sexist experience in Universities, home life, marriage life, from the women’s perspective, sexuality and lack of sexuality and misunderstanding of the way women were viewed in America. 
	Feminine Mystique became the first of labeled “feminist book” and become the main source for many American the main source for many American women. This book change the way American women were viewed and changed how the women viewed themselves. And how they were viewed by American society. This book became a primary source for white American middle-class women, seld discovery how sexist their own lived, university, career and society was. 
	Many topics in Feminine Mystique was never written or red before the American public. “Happy house wide heroine.” Women identity sexual solidifies, progressive dehumanization, and his journey , plan of women without men. 
	Nevertheless, feminine mystique did change American consciousness view women is also negated different forms of feminism, Feminine mystique any discusses white American women. While at the time of publication, the civil rights movement was in full affect, and the black women ack and caused were never mentioned. This pushed back and caused more misunderstanding of the different view of American women and later cause many American women harm. 
	This socially charged book was socially, political Significant, with the themes of women identity, sexist , education  , sexism in society . Martial status and women’s perspective of marriage. This source saw marriage from the women ‘s perspective, and all the sexism that is tied with them. The included themes of women’s sexuality and biased views on the American middle class. 
	Issues that the book discussed that was never discussed before, martial rape, women’s sexuality, women’s view in society, a women’s purpose, a women’s experience in her education and the purpose of that education. Violence against women were not viewed like they are today, Friedman discussed the violence against women in their society, American culture and home. Violence in a women’s home was seen as the husband’s problem and also his solution. This book challenged the status quo, Americans view in women in society was sexist and suppression and male drawn. 
	In 20th and 21st American centuries, this book propelled change how women viewed themselves and it was viewed themselves and was viewed in society. One theme was brought up was the what was the purpose of a University career for young American ladies, was it purpose to be a “better wife” or education to be a better outstanding person in American society. 
	Feminine Mystique, first wave feminism ’s source of material was Friedan ’s book about the treatment of women. Material Rape, the sexuality of men and the violence that was happening in a home was never discussed. In the book sexuality is a main focus and the way many men used it for violence against their wives.  Many times, husbands would use their children against their wives, a form of suppression and unhealthy relationship abuse. Women from the Women liberation would discuss how they would want to work or go back to school, and their husbands would use their children as an example to say no.        Nuclear Family In the first chapter, first pages Friedan disused how women were forced to be housewives and the inequality of women. Women should not be groomed to be wives but have professions like their husbands, Young Girls , and Girls in college were treated as the Second Sex , Many times young girls had no expeditions in school  Gloria  Steinem discusses back when she was in college Plato was taught but only because it was seen bad could not keep up conversations with her husband and at dinner time. She also remembers they taught Plato but did not teach about how Socrates and Plato saw women. the treatment of Young ladies in college is the reason why Second Wave Feminism made an impact was many young ladies are not expected to get the “Ms. Degree’ but can now for their own free will. Their impact affects women now more than many realize. Daily life - women were not allowed to get apartments by their selves - they were deemed unreasonable or “women worker “if they were able to pay for the tax themselves Daily life was affected by the inequality of women and Second Wave Feminism, and especially young ladies in college
	 This book would not be my first recommendation to my friends about the Second Wave Feminism , Kate Millet ’s Flying , shows how women were affected by Second Wave Feminism and how not all Women of the Second Wave hated men but was married to men than with Women Liberation discovered more about themselves . This book discusses Marriage, loving friendships with their male counterparts and shift from identity from being a mom to her own self.
	The functionality and purpose of women was never asked before , it was visible in the book that the main purpose of a women was to breed children and be raped by her husband, and in that question I ask – how is that American? Conscious raising was raised when the look was published of how women were viewed and their role in society. The view of women changed and has been moving forward ever since. The women liberation was mended own perspectives on this book and their personal experience they have seen in their life. America was made women apologize for being born in their gender, and their aspirations. The publication of Feminine Mystique changed American history on how women were viewed and how they viewed themselves. 











Chapter 5 
Chicana/o Feminism 

Feminism is not a key word in a textbook, it is not a word that someone says to seem smart or a pickup line at a bar, its personal. Politics is person; when politics is personal it is called a civil rights movement. Women of color in America wear their skin differently, then white counterparts, women are suppressed emotionally historically, culturally economically and legislatively treated as second class. Anger, language, education and activism is told to be put on hold to make the privileged more comfortable. One of the aspirations an American woman created was Feminism. In the first wave feminism it was called being a suffragette, second wave was Feminist. Women of Color have had their own experience with Feminism, either agreeing or disagreeing with the Second Wave. Second Wave and the women of color have different objectives, perspectives, history and culture. Both groups of women clashed with the different tactical to achieving equality. Women of Color dealt with more than their white counterparts' race, gender, and class. One Branch of feminism is Chicano Feminism, Dolores Huerta describes what makes a women of color feminist, their challenges, education, lack of education, perspective on American injustices and different objective how to achieve gender inequality.  
In order to understand Third Wave Feminism, we still need to understand the Second Wave Feminism. The Second Wave Feminism was the breakdown of economic, social, political, legislature and historical inequality of women in America. In the 1960’s to 1970’s Second Wave Feminism there was a distinct difference between the white Americans and the Women of Color. First, Second and Third wave Feminism have different objectives. The Second Wave Feminism Women of Color had to deal with Gender, Class and Race. These group of American Women had to deal with Race, Gender and Class including dealing with economic, social, political, historical and legislature suppression. Feminism is not only the 2nd generation of Suffragettes, there are different kinds of Feminism with their own ideas, beliefs, history, perspectives, culture, anger, treatment, from America and affecting their own outlook on American history. 
Women of Color Feminism includes groups like Civil Rights Movements, Chicano Movement, Black Power, Asian Power, Gay Liberation and Brown Power as well as Black Feminism. Race, gender identity, ethnicity, religion and Womanism are description of what makes Women of Color. The different social groups that held their own ideas on Feminism. Their own identity what makes a Feminist, and what makes them not include themselves as Feminist. Chicano Feminist being one of them, thought entirely different that their white counterparts on Feminism.  
Chicano Feminism like the other groups of women had historical a different background, Background like slavery, “raped by colonization” and the social suppression that American Legislation sought women of color as a worst of the worst. Having to deal with Race than on top of Gender explains their anger, frustration and no longer waiting for equality.  
Civil Rights Movement, Chicano Movement, Black Power, Asian Power, Gay Liberation and Feminism movement had their own list of Icons. Icons of Women of Color include, Angela Davis, Coretta Scott King, Dolores Huerta, and Ella Baker are women of color who had to deal with gender, and race. Their obligations and choose “I am no longer accepting the things I cannot change. I am changing the things I cannot accept.” Angela Y. Davis.  
The Second Wave Feminism was different for the white and Women of Color, women of color’s Feminism.  Women of color was different because policies were personal. Legislations, initiatives were something person for all people of Color in the 1960’s. Politics was a betterment of livelihood for many Americans in the consciousness raising. The inequality they have experiences was not just to gender like their white counterparts. Race was a different experience for Chicano Women and different from the Black America. People of Color of the 1960’s was suppressed by American hierarchy, the 1960’s is not a key term in the textbook, it was and is personal. Politics is Personal when the legislation seeks out to make your life unequal and unjust.  
The term “Chicano “was a name called to suppress the Mexican Americas, “people of Mexican descent who were born or living in the United States adopted the term “Chicano” as a form of protest and cultural pride. ““Origin is unclear, Chicano meant “peasant “in Nahuatl language. “- Women of color and feminism, Mytheme Rojas, page 22. The Chicano movement was a collection of youth and their teachers to protest the inequality of education, poor farm working conditions, Universities whitewashing of Latin Studies and social injustices America has been method to suppress its Latin American people. The term Chicano and the Chicano movement (Chicano movement) are rooted in the 1960’s consciences raising even if it’s the white American cousins it raised.   
America’s Chicano Feminism is a collection of all of this, the women of Color unequal experience in America, the term Chicano and the Chicano Movement. Chicano Feminism is a collection of American women who were treated unequal from Gender, Race and Class. Their American experience was different that middle/higher class America housewives. In the Second Wave Feminism, an Icon of what it means to be Chicano Feminist is Dolores Huerta, she dealt with Gender, Class and Race. Every day and still having to deal with the double standard Women of color dealt with in America.  
Chicano Feminism and Feminism of Women of Color have to deal with struggles interior and exterior, one is Anger.  
“Women responding to racism means women responding to anger; the anger of exclusion, of uniqueness tones privilege of racial distortions of silence, ill-use, stereotyping, defensiveness, misnaming, betrayed, and co –option “

Anger, Women of Color ‘s Chicano Feminism anger is a healthy response to the inequality having to deal with it. Women of color, including Chicano feminism had their Race, Gender, and Class used against them. Being Brown in America, had to apologize for being something could not control. A Women’s anger could never be acknowledged or expressed. Second Wave Feminism acknowledge that anger, and the consciousness raising did something about that anger.  
	Chicano Feminism group of Americans were different that Black Feminism and Second Wave Feminism was language. Language of any American that is not English, can be isolated, as a tool of suppression for anyone who is not fluent in English. Language was a characteristic that Women of Color had to deal with America versus their white counterparts.  
A way to explain the different experience than Women and Feminism.  
“As young women of color, we have found that our relationship to feminism in both like and unlike that of the women in our mothers' generation. We've grown up with legalized abortion, and the legacy of the civil rights movement and gay liberation, but we still deal with sexual harassment, racist remarks from Feminists, and the homophobia within our communities. The difference is that now we talk about these issues in Women’s studies classes, in classrooms that are multicultural but xenophobia, and in a society that pretends to be racially integrated but remains racially profiled. “  
-Colonize This!  
Women of Color feminism is a lot different than Second Wave Feminism because there is a lot of women of color, had to deal with. Feminism is a different experience for white American women than women of color. Religion, language, history and American experience is why the two groups are so different.  
The second wave feminism was seen as separate from Chicano Feminism, by one Book, The Feminine Mystique by Betty Firestein, in 1965. The Feminine Mystique is seen as the Feminist main literature source. The book describes in detail of marriage rape, Mrs. Degree, Women’s suppressed sexuality and the inequality women must face on a daily basis, Yet, this book never connected or connects with Women of Color. In the Feminine Mystique it also describes the Nuclear Family. The Nuclear family, an American narrative of describing stay home mothers with treated as second class people. For Chicana Women, Nuclear family was a dream and not a narrative of suppression. The book describes of inequality that women of color, have yet experienced. The book be out of touch and racist. When the book was published it was the height of the Civil Rights Movement and yet, the book never mentions the civil rights movement once.  
In the 1960’s to the 1970's women experience was differently by race; Civil Right movement was different American experience for Women of Color and White American Women. During the Civil Rights Movement, many times at the Bus Boycott women were not chosen to speak about their civil rights, and many times not on the list to speak at rallies. Chicano Movement was mostly men, and if there was one Women it was Dolores Huerta. Dolores Herta was a teacher from the valley and was Cesar Chavez right hand man. She was disliked and called names by many kinds of people, including some of her own movement.  
Dolores Herta is in the embodiment on what makes a Women of Color Feminist. She strives for equality of Gender, race and class, working hard for unions, and speaking up for all kinds of unqualify. She is famous for coined the phrase – “Yes We Can” a motto that was from Obama, but the original phase was from the Chicano movement about the inequality she saw in the field workers. Many times, Huerta was faced under sexism from her Chicano counterparts and then racism from her feminism counterparts.  
Dolores Huerta describes experiences of having to deal with racism, sexism and classism all her life, and till her civil rights movement leadership she was still having to deal with sexism remarks and hatred for be unapologetic strong. Mexican American culture has sexism winded and swirled around its neck, something people don’t speak up about nor bring it up when they should. Mexican American men love praising their Lady of Guadalupe but sexist to their own wife and children. Dolores Huerta up structured any Mexican ‘s view of Women.  
Dolores Huerta, Angela Davis and Coretta Scott King are feminist icons because with race, gender and class all dealt and challenged the inequality they were experiencing. Women of Color have a different American narrative, anger, education and injustice they have experienced just made them fight harder for equality for Women all races, classes, gender identities, and levels of education. These American women are feminist icons because they fought for equality. 
Chicano Feminism has emotional connection to politics was personal, personal for people who didn’t have an advantage. Chicano feminism had to deal with race, gender, and class on top of unfair education opportunities, historical background, language isolation and experiences that was different than the second wave Feminist, but still the need for equality. Dolores Huerta with other women of Color view on Feminism was different than their white counterparts because they did not fight against Nuclear family, these women wanted the Nuclear family. But these group of women all experienced inequality in the workplace, apartment renting, in their education, Kindergarten to University.  The group of American women that strived for equality, if not for them for their daughters, and daughters. Like Nina Simeone sang “I wish I knew how it would feel to be free, I wish I could break all the chains holding me …. Though I ‘m way overdue I’d be starting new. “
