Exterior
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. Car-Free Zone: Clear all cars from the driveway and the street in front of the house. Park

them in the garage or further down the road.

Clean Sweep: Move garbage cans, hoses, and gardening equipment out of sight.
Lawn Care: Mow the lawn, trim the bushes, and remove any obvious weeds or debris.
Child's Play: Remove toys, bikes, and sports equipment from the yard.

Pool & Spa: Uncover and clean pools and spas. We'll handle the lighting.

Outdoor Furniture: Arrange patio furniture neatly, and if you have an umbrella, have it
open.

Grill & Outdoor Kitchen: Remove the grill cover and tidy the area.

Walkways: Sweep or power wash walkways, driveways, and decks.
