Our Services and Support
Empowerment and Advocacy
· Empowerment: We empower local sex workers to work safely, make informed choices, and advocate for their rights and dignity. Our advocacy efforts include promoting decriminalization and advocating for sex workers' rights globally.
Specifically advocating in relevant protests, marches, or other political activism in line with our values.
Basic Needs and Safety
· Basic Needs Provision: We provide essential resources such as food, clothing, basic hygiene products, and safe sex supplies at drop-off locations throughout the city- currently specifically at SWEET300.
· Financial Assistance: When possible, we offer financial assistance to help sex workers with immediate needs and support their transition to safer working environments.
Career Transition Support
· Career Transition Services: We assist sex workers in transitioning to new careers by offering resume support, professional portraits, interview preparation (including clothing and transportation assistance), and website development for new businesses or indoor work transitions.
· Financial Planning: We help sex workers build financial stability, including support in accumulating a mutual fund for long-term financial security.
· Sex Work Support or Exit: These supports are adjusted per the needs of the individual sex worker, as our priority is helping individuals according to their preferences and goals, whether that involves continuing in sex work or transitioning to other career paths. We will offer this support without judgement, bias, or any otherwise improper behaviour- the focus being on how to help each individual achieve a safer work environment.
Education and Outreach
· Education: We provide educational resources to help sex workers understand their rights, access essential services, and improve their quality of life. 
· Public Education: We also will work to educate the public to reduce stigma and promote understanding of sex work.
Community Engagement
· Advocacy: We advocate for sex workers' rights locally and globally, working with organizations, governments, and individuals to promote fair treatment, decriminalization, and equal rights under the law. Networking with businesses in line with our values to continue to offer support and resources to sex workers in need.
