WORD
John 13:1-20 (Jodi)
Now before the festival of the Passover, Jesus knew that his hour had come to
depart from this world and go to the Father. Having loved his own who were in the
world, he loved them to the end. The devil had already put it into the heart of Judas
son of Simon Iscariot to betray him. And during supper Jesus, knowing that the
Father had given all things into his hands, and that he had come from God and was
going to God, got up from the table, took off his outer robe, and tied a towel around
himself. Then he poured water into a basin and began to wash the disciples’ feet and
to wipe them with the towel that was tied around him. He came to Simon Peter, who



said to him, “Lord, are you going to wash my feet?” Jesus answered, “You do not
know now

what [ am doing, but later you will understand.” Peter said to him, “You will never
wash my feet.”

Jesus answered, “Unless I wash you, you have no share with me.” Simon Peter said
to him, “Lord, not my feet only but also my hands and my head!” Jesus said to him,
“One who has bathed does not need to wash, except for the feet, but is entirely
clean. And you are clean, though not all of you.” For he knew who was to betray
him; for this reason he said, “Not all of you are clean.”

After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe, and had returned to the table, he
said to them, “Do you know what I have done to you? You call me Teacher and
Lord—and you are right, for that is what I am. So if [, your Lord and Teacher, have
washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet. For I have set you an
example, that you also should do as I

have done to you.

Very truly, I tell you, servants are not greater than their master, nor are
messengers greater than the one who sent them. If you know these things, you are
blessed if you do them.”

“Now the Son of Man has been glorified, and God has been glorified in him. If
God has been glorified in him, God will also glorify him in himself and will glorify
him at once. Little children, I am with you only a little longer. You will look for
me; and as I said to the Jews so now I say to you, ‘Where I am going, you cannot
come.’ I give you a new commandment, that you love one another. Just as [ have
loved you, you also should love one another. By this everyone will know that you
are my disciples, if you have love for one another.”

Handwashing

On this night we hear our Lord’s commandment to love one another as God has
loved us. We who receive God’s love in Jesus Christ are called to love one another,
to be servants to each other as Jesus became our servant. Our commitment to this
loving service is signified in the washing of hands, following the example our Lord
gave us on the night before his death.

At this time, all are invited to come forward to the handwashing stations.



Water will be poured over your hands and then they will be dried. Then you are
invited to pick up a towel and dry the next person’s hands.

Prayers of the People

Here in this place, we join Jesus in the sacred space
between his last supper and his last breath.
Trusting in God’s eternal solidarity, let us pray:

In the limbo of uncertainty, when all we can do is wait—
with those between paychecks, between jobs, between meals,
with those in hospital rooms or prison cells, Ever-present Jesus, abide.

With those who fight to be believed by doctors,

who wait for diagnosis, treatment, or results,

and with those who have Long COVID or other serious conditions,
Ever-present Jesus, abide.

With those who are sick of waiting:

Indigenous people whose loved ones disappear in silence,

Black communities urged to wait for justice in an onslaught of brutality,
and all those who find themselves burning out in the endless efforts to resist
injustice, Ever-present Jesus, abide.

With all who scramble between

life and death, survival and thriving: immigrants and refugees,

the people of Palestine and Haiti, bombed, displaced, and denied aid,
Ever-present Jesus, abide.

With those enduring the worst of climate change,
and all whose homes or whole communities
have been ravaged by natural disasters, Ever-present Jesus, abide.

With all whom our society fails to protect:

those who are unhoused, and those whose homes are fractured by violence,
those experiencing mental illness or addiction,

and all who are shoved to the margins, Ever-present Jesus, abide.



And when the in-between becomes permanent
with no going back to how things were,

in our moments of despair at the world’s pain,
we cry out, “HOW LONG, O LORD?!”

Abide with us, everlasting God. Abide with us.

Gracious God,

we can count on your steadfast presence

even when we doubt and demand answers.

Teach us to share in one another’s pain,

becoming your hands and feet on earth.

And now, as we break this bread and drink from this cup,

may this meal nourish us.

Pour out your Spirit upon this holy feast, the one you shared with friends and
betrayers, not long before you took your last breath.

May it give us courage, just as it surely gave you courage on that night many years
ago. Amen.

A Reading from Luke 22:1-20 (Pastor)

Now the festival of Unleavened Bread, which is called the Passover, was near. The
chief priests and the scribes were looking for a way to put Jesus to death, for they
were afraid of the people.

Then Satan entered into Judas called Iscariot, who was one of the twelve; he went
away and conferred with the chief priests and officers of the temple police about
how he might betray him to them. They were greatly pleased and agreed to give him
money. So he consented and began to look for an opportunity to betray him to them
when no crowd was present.

Then came the day of Unleavened Bread, on which the Passover lamb had to be
sacrificed. So Jesus sent Peter and John, saying, Go and prepare the Passover meal
for us that we may eat it. They asked him, Where do you want us to make
preparations for it?

Listen, he said to them, when you have entered the city, a man carrying a jar of
water will meet you; follow him into the house he enters and say to the owner of the
house, The teacher asks you, Where is the guest room, where | may eat the Passover
with my disciples? He will show you a large room upstairs, already furnished. Make
preparations for us there. So they went and found everything as he had told them;
and they prepared the Passover meal.

When the hour came, he took his place at the table, and the apostles with him. He
said to them, | have eagerly desired to eat this Passover with you before | suffer; for

| tell you, I will not eat it until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of God.; Then he took a

cup, and after giving thanks he said,

Take this and divide it among yourselves; for | tell you that from now on | will not
drink of the fruit of the vine until the kingdom of God comes.



Then he took a loaf of bread, and when he had given thanks, he broke it and gave it
to them, saying, This is my body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance
of me And he did the same with the cup after supper, saying, This cup that is poured
out for you is the new covenant in my blood.

SENDING

Luke 22:39-47 (Jodi)

[Jesus] came out and went, as was his custom, to the Mount of Olives; and the
disciples followed him. When he reached the place, he said to them, Pray that you
may not come into the time of trial.

Then he withdrew from them about a stones throw, knelt down, and prayed,

Father, if you are willing, remove this cup from me; yet, not my will but yours be
done. [Then an angel from heaven appeared to him and gave him strength. In his
anguish he prayed more earnestly, and his sweat became like great drops of blood
falling down on the ground.] When he got up from prayer, he came to the disciples
and found them sleeping because of grief, and he said to them,

Why are you sleeping? Get up and pray that you may not come into the time of
trial.

While he was still speaking, suddenly a crowd came, and the one called Judas, one
of the twelve, was leading them. He approached Jesus to kiss him;

Psalm 22 (Bill)

My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?

Why are you so far from helping me, from the words of my groaning?

my God, | cry by day, but you do not answer; and by night but find no rest.

Yet you are holy, enthroned on the praises of Israel.

In you our ancestors trusted; they trusted, and you delivered them.

To you they cried and were saved; in you they trusted and were not put to shame.

But | am a worm and not human, scorned by others and despised by the people. All
who see me mock me; they sneer at me; they shake their heads;

“Commit your cause to the Lord; let him deliver—

let him rescue the one in whom he delights!”

Yet it was you who took me from the womb; you kept me safe on my
mother’s breast. On you | was cast from my birth, and since my mother bore
me you have been my God.

Do not be far from me, for trouble is near, and there is no one to help.

Many bulls encircle me; strong bulls of Bashan surround me; they open wide
their mouths at me, like a ravening and roaring lion.

| am poured out like water, and all my bones are out of joint;

my heart is like wax; it is melted within my breast;

my mouth is dried up like a potsherd, and my tongue sticks to my jaws;
you lay me in the dust of death.

For dogs are all around me; a company of evildoers encircles me;
they bound my hands and feet.

| can count all my bones.
They stare and gloat over me;
they divide my clothes among themselves,
and for my clothing they cast lots.

But you, O Lord, do not be far away!
O my help, come quickly to my aid!

Deliver my soul from the sword,

my life from the power of the dog!
Save me from the mouth of the lion!

From the horns of the wild oxen you have rescued me.

| will tell of your name to my brothers and sisters;

in the midst of the congregation | will praise you:



You who fear the Lord, praise him!

All you offspring of Jacob, glorify him;

stand in awe of him, all you offspring of Israel!

For he did not despise or abhor the affliction of the afflicted,;

he did not hide his face from me but heard when | cried to him.

From you comes my praise in the great congregation;

my vows | will pay before those who fear him.

The poor shall eat and be satisfied; those who seek him shall praise the Lord.
May your hearts live forever!

All the ends of the earth shall remember and turn to the Lord, and all the
families of the nations shall worship before him.
