The Order of Elks and Flag Day

June 14th is Flag Day. It commemorates the adoption of
the Flag of the United States of America on June 14,1777,
which is also the birthday of the United States Army.

Elks have always been moved inthe presence of the flag
of the United States of America. In 1907, Elk members
adopted a resolution designating June 14th as Flag
Day. In 1911, the Grand Lodge of Elks mandated that
all local Lodges observe with appropriate ceremonies,
making the Elks the first National Fraternal organization
to require the observance of Flag Day.

Finally on August 3, 1949, President Harry S. Truman,
himself a member of the Order of Elks, permanently
designated June 14th as Flag Day by signing an Act of
Congress. Yes, we as Elks made this happen. Please
join us at 1:00 pm on June 13th for our Flag Day
ceremony.
