Day 1: Thursday, November 12, 2026 San Jose, Costa Rica Your 
trip to Costa Rica opens in the colorful capital city of San Jose, the 
perfect place to relax and soak up the sights as your adventure 
begins. As travelers’ arrival times will vary, we have not included 
any sightseeing or meals today. 
 

Day 2: Friday, November 13, 2026 San Jose - Coffee Plantation - 
Arenal Welcome to the Central Valley. Begin with a tour of a local 
coffee plantation highlighting the history and cultivation of this 
driver of the Costa Rican economy. This afternoon, check in for a 
leisurely 3-night stay at a lodge overlooking the majestic Arenal 
Volcano. (B, D) 
 

Day 3: Saturday, November 14, 2026 Arenal - Cano Negro - 
Arenal Embark on a Cano Negro guided riverboat trip in a 
covered canoe known as a panga. These 20,000 acres are home to 
the largest viewable collection of indigenous wildlife in all of 
Costa Rica. Go in search of caimans, river otters, sloths, monkeys, 
river turtles, exotic birds and rare butterflies. Later, return to 
Arenal for the chance to relax at your resort. (B) 
 

Day 4: Sunday, November 15, 2026 Arenal Today, explore a 
family-owned farm, getting a peek into the daily lives of the locals. 
During a tour of the gardens, learn how the plants are organically 
grown through the concept of sustainability. The farm considers 
itself a “classroom without borders.” Taste the exotic fruit harvest 
and experience the traditional way to process sugar cane. Enjoy a 
sip of cane liquor before engaging in a culinary demonstration 
and a farm-to-table lunch. (B, L) 
 

Day 5: Monday, November 16, 2026 Arenal - Lake Arenal Cruise 
- Monteverde Enjoy a delightful cruise on Lake Arenal, Costa 
Rica’s largest and most important lake. Then, it’s off to the 
secluded Monteverde Cloud Forest, a place you have to see to 
believe, where trees grow to heights of 100 feet! Set off on a 
nature walk through this spectacular ecosystem, where you’re 
sure to encounter many incredible species of flora and fauna. (B, 
D) 
 

Day 6: Tuesday, November 17, 2026 Monteverde It’s your 
choice! This morning, join an expert for a leisurely paced 
“Hanging Bridges” walking tour to gain a different perspective of 
the cloud forest’s lush ecosystem -OR- take an exhilarating ride on 
one of the longest canopy zip line tours in Costa Rica. Your 
afternoon is at leisure, or, if you would like to do both the hanging 
bridges and the zip line tour, you may purchase the second as an 
option on tour. This evening, take part in an expert-led discussion 
about the migratory birds that flock to Costa Rica. (B, D) 
 

Day 7: Wednesday, November 18, 2026 Monteverde - 
Guanacaste Today, we make our way to breathtaking 
Guanacaste, known for its fine sandy beaches. Settle in for a 
relaxing 2-night stay at your resort and take in the mesmerizing 
ocean views. (B, D) 
 

Day 8: Thursday, November 19, 2026 Guanacaste Fun in the sun 
is in store today as you explore the nearby beaches, or simply relax 
by the pool and take advantage of your resort’s lovely amenities. 
This afternoon, visit the delightful beach town of Samara for some 
local culture. Return to your hotel in time to catch a Costa Rican 
sunset and soak in the spectacular colors as the sun illuminates 
the natural landscape before your final dinner. (B, D) 
 

Day 9: Friday, November 20, 2026 Guanacaste - Tour Ends 
Today, you depart for home with fabulous memories of your Costa

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 3. This means you’re an on-
the-go traveler. You don’t want to miss a thing, so walking and standing for 
longer periods of time (2-3 hours) isn’t a big deal. A moderately paced two-
and-a-half-hour walking tour, covering several miles, hills, and uneven 
surfaces, is no problem for you. Walking four miles over the course of a day 
is very doable, as is climbing into and out of various modes of 
transportation (tuk-tuk, cable car, zodiac, etc.). You can climb three flights 
of stairs easily and handle altitudes between 6,000 and 9,000 feet. Expect 
some longer days with early mornings or late nights balanced with free 
time to recharge or set out on your own adventure. This level is not a fit for 
travelers who require mobility assistance devices. 
 
Travel with an average of 37 people (maximum of 44).

Only four places in the world boast an ecosystem so unique that it produces a cloud forest, and Costa Rica is one of them. 
Situated high on a mountain, the Monteverde Cloud Forest is created by the forest’s dry air combining with the humid, hot air 
of the rainforest. The result is a blanket of clouds that covers the forest, mimicking constant rainfall. This extremely wet 
environment has bred a diverse world of exotic flora and fauna. One of the cloud forest’s most famous residents is the 
endangered, resplendent quetzal. This colorful bird sports a golden beak and a green-hooded head, tail feathers of gray, black, 
and white, and a vibrant scarlet breast. Highly elusive, quetzal sightings are rare, but absolutely unforgettable when attained.

Zip Line Canopy Adventure Tour. Selvatura Adventure Park and Canopy Tour is one of the best soft adventures in 

Costa Rica. Canopy Tour guides start by outfitting you with the appropriate equipment. Then, they take you through 

each of the 12 cables and 19 platforms and through the Tarzan Swing (optional). Selvatura Park is one of the longest 

Canopy Tours in Costa Rica, and is the only zip line canopy tour located inside the actual virgin cloud forest of 

Monteverde. Feel pure adrenaline and excitement of flying up to 35 miles per hour and viewing magnificent 

landscapes. Zip lines ranging from 120 to more than 2,000 feet in length and 60 to 400 feet in height let you 

experience the cloud forest from a whole new perspective. The tree top canopy tour not only offers a great adventure 

but also an opportunity to observe wildlife in its natural habitat. Trained personnel (accredited by the Costa Rican 

Institute of Tourism) accompanies you throughout the tour.

Day 4: Tortuguero National Park - San Jose 
Depart Tortuguero National Park today to return to San Jose, where the rest of your adventure awaits you. Today breakfast and lunch 
will be included.

Neither Collette nor its personnel, nor its 
suppliers, may physically lift or assist clients into transportation vehicles. If a traveler 
thinks he or she might need assistance during a trip, he or she should call Collette to 
determine what assistance might reasonably be given. Collette cannot provide special 
individual assistance to tour members with special needs for walking, dining, or other 
routine activities. Internationally, a great deal of walking may be necessary to fully enjoy the 
destination. Travelers should be in good health and must be able to walk reasonable 
distances. In some areas, travelers may be required to walk on uneven ground, 
cobblestone streets or raised thresholds.    
*To request a wheelchair accessible room on a cruise, the traveler or person sharing 
the room must have a recognized disability that alters a major life function and 
requires the use of a mobility device and the use of the accessible features provided 
in the wheelchair accessible stateroom. The cruise company may take appropriate 
action against someone who has reserved or purchased such a stateroom 
fraudulently. Action may include but is not limited to removal from the stateroom to a 
non-accessible accommodation up to denial of boarding.
